OUR HOLY WEEK JOURNEY

Today is Palm Sunday, the beginning of the Holy Week. It is a very important time in
; the life of our Church. Also known as Passion Sunday, Palm Sunday is the sixth and
- last Sunday of Lent. We mark on this day the triumphal entry of Jesus into Jerusalem near
- the end of his public ministry.

- The crowds who were in Jerusalem for Passover waved and laid palm branches on the road

~ and proclaimed Jesus as the Messianic King, the long-awaited Messiah. They shouted,

“Blessed is the King who comes in the name of the Lord.” Their celebration didn’t last

long. They turned against Him within days. The adoring crowds shouted later
. “Crucify Him!”

~ Lent exists as a preparation for something bigger, The Triduum: the three-day celebra-
- tion of the Passion, Death, and Resurrection of Christ: Holy Thursday, Good Friday,
~ and Easter Vigil/Easter Sunday. The Church meets at various times during these three
days to remember what Jesus has done for us.

The term Triduum means "three days.” The three days are counted as the Hebrews counted
their days, from dusk to dusk. Therefore, the three days of the Easter Triduum are from
dusk on Holy Thursday to dusk on Good Friday (day one), dusk on Good Friday to dusk
on Holy Saturday (day two), and dusk on Holy Saturday to dusk on Easter Sunday (day
three).

Each of these days "tells" a different part of the story of Jesus' saving action. Also, there are practices unique during the Triduum
that we only see during this time of the year.

On Holy Thursday we remember the Last Supper. Jesus gives us the Eucharist and tells us to "Do this in memory of Me." He
then washes the feet of the apostles. It is also a celebration of the Ministerial Priesthood. We include in our prayers all our
Priests who minister to us. At the Mass of the Lord’s Last Supper, we have the presentation of the Holy Oils that were blessed
by our Bishop at the Chrism Mass, the Washing of the Feet, and we end with a Eucharistic Procession to the Altar of Repose at
the Parish Ministry Center. Everyone is encouraged to spend an hour of prayer and silent adoration.

On Good Friday we remember the passion and death of Jesus. We begin with the Via Crucis, the Stations of the Cross outside.
We have the Liturgy of the Word, the Great Intercessory Prayers, the Veneration of the Holy Cross, and Holy Communion. We
end with the Burial of the Lord and everyone is encouraged to spend a few moments of silent prayer at Church. It is a Day of
Fasting and Abstinence.

We celebrate the resurrection of Christ either at the Easter Vigil on Saturday night or Easter Sunday. The Elect are baptized
and welcomed into our Catholic community. We begin with the service of light in the Marian Square, the singing of the Exultet,
the baptism of the Elect, and the reception of the candidates into full membership in the Catholic Church. All the baptized
renew their Baptismal Promises. On Easter Sunday, in addition to our Easter Masses, we have the “Salubong” procession and
an Easter Egg Hunt for our young kids.

We are called to church at various times during these three days to gather and remember together. We are also requested to keep the
spirit of these days even in our homes. We try to live a quieter and simpler life, focusing more on Christ and less on the secular
world. It is said that the whole Triduum experience can touch our inner being and move our souls. I invite you to join us every
morning of the Triduum with Morning Prayer with a Spiritual Conference to be given by our Deacon Sam Milan.

To experience the fullness of the Triduum is to be present for the Mass of the Lord's Supper on Holy Thursday, the Service on
Good Friday, and either the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday evening or Mass on Easter Sunday.

Here at Saint Elizabeth, our Liturgy Committee and the Art and Environment Team have been very busy preparing for our Holy
Week services; those are listed in our Bulletin. We invite you to come and worship with us. May the Lord bless you and your
family, especially during this Holy Week.

La Cuaresma existe como una preparacion para algo mas grande, el Triduo: la celebracion de tres dias de la Pasion,
Muerte y Resurreccion de Cristo: Jueves Santo, Viernes Santo y Vigilia Pascual/Domingo de Pascua. La Iglesia se
retine en ocasiones durante estos tres dias para recordar lo que Jesus ha hecho por nosotros.

El término Triduo significa "tres dias”. Los tres dias se cuentan como los hebreos contaban sus dias, de anochecer a
anochecer. Por lo tanto, los tres dias del Triduo Pascual son desde el anochecer del Jueves Santo hasta el anochecer del
Viernes Santo (dia uno), el anochecer del Viernes Santo hasta el anochecer del Sdbado Santo (dia dos), y el anochecer
del Sabado Santo hasta el anochecer del Domingo de Pascua ( dia tres).

Incluimos en nuestras
oraciones a todos nuestros Sacerdotes que nos ministran. En la Misa de la tltima cena del Sefior, tenemos la presenta-
cion de los Santos Oleos que fueron bendecidos por nuestro Obispo en la Misa Crismal, el Lavado de Pies y finalizamos
con una Procesion Eucaristica hacia el Altar del Reposo en el Centro de Ministerio Parroquial. Se anima a todos a pasar
una hora de oracion y adoracion silenciosa.

El Viernes Santo recordamos la pasion y muerte de Jesus. Empezamos con la Via Crucis. Tenemos la Liturgia de la
Palabra, las Grandes Oraciones Intercesoras, la Veneracion de la Santa Cruz y la Sagrada Comunion. Terminamos con
el Entierro del Sefior y se anima a todos a pasar unos momentos de oracion silenciosa en la Iglesia. Es un Dia de Ayuno
y Abstinencia.

Celebramos la resurreccion de Cristo ya sea en la Vigilia Pascual el sdbado por la noche o el Domingo de Pascua. Los
elegidos son bautizados y bienvenidos a nuestra comunidad catolica. Comenzamos con el servicio de luz en la Plaza
Mariana, el canto del Exultet, el bautismo de los elegidos y la recepcion de los candidatos a miembros de pleno derecho
de la Iglesia Catolica. Todos los bautizados renuevan sus Promesas Bautismales. El Domingo de Pascua, ademas de
nuestras Misas de Pascua, tenemos la procesion “Salubong” y una busqueda de huevos de Pascua para nuestros nifios
pequenos.

En varios momentos durante estos tres dias, somos llamados a la iglesia para reunirnos y recordar juntos. También se
nos pide que mantengamos el espiritu de estos dias incluso en nuestros hogares. Tratamos de vivir una vida mas tranqui-
la y sencilla, centrando mas nuestra atencion en Cristo y menos en el mundo secular. Se dice que toda la experiencia del
Triduo puede tocar nuestro ser interior y conmover nuestra alma. Los invito a unirse a nosotros cada mafiana del Triduo
con la Oracion de la Mafiana y una Conferencia Espiritual a cargo de nuestro Didcono Sam Milan.

External Signs of Internal Renewal

The deepest stirrings of the human heart are known only to God and sometimes to the individual if we are
attuned to our interior life. However, spiritual renewal leaves “footprints” - visible, tangible signs. Thus, on an
individual basis, these external signs of spiritual renewal are called the Fruits of the Holy Spirit: charity, joy,
peace, patience, kindness, goodness, generosity, gentleness, faithfulness, modesty, self-control, and chastity.
When these virtues shine within us or others, we can be confident that the Holy Spirit is actively working in
our hearts, souls, and lives.

On a communal level, our spiritual renewal as a church becomes palpable when we come together in
prayer, in adoration, in acts of charity, or in the sacred celebration of sacraments. Some of the many

signs of communal spiritual renewal are increased interest in prayer groups, more prayerful visits to the
Blessed Sacrament, increased active and conscious participation in the Sacraments of Reconciliation and
Eucharist, increased outreach to the poor and marginalized, and increased vocations to the priesthood and
consecrated life - to name just a few.

Spiritual Springtime in San José

Individually and communally, as the Body of Christ, we are called to spiritual renewal so that our Faith
maintains its vibrancy and vitality and does not wither but grows and goes out in love and service to
others.

The pastoral plan is a blueprint to situate our diocese for spiritual renewal to bear fruit in the coming
years and decades. Spiritual renewal of a church firmly rooted in Christ provides opportunities even for
those already active in their faith to grow ever more deeply in faith, to draw closer to Christ in graced
friendship, and to produce spiritual and pastoral fruit. (Clergy are required by church law - a very healthy
practice, | might add - to make an annual spiritual retreat so that we, too, might be spiritually renewed
and refreshed in our relationship with God and the Church.)

The scriptures echo with reminders of the necessity of spiritual renewal. In one example, through Ezekiel’s
prophetic voice, God makes a promise of renewal: “I will give you a new heart, and a new spirit | will put
within you. | will remove the heart of stone from your flesh and give you a heart of flesh” (Ez 36:26).
