All religions use candles to light the altar. Candlelight
can be brought into a dark place. In 384, for the first time
in Piacene, Saint Heroimus (347-419) wrote about the
symbolic meaning of the paschal candle as life. In 417,
Pope Zosimus jointly recognized the symbol as the death
and resurrection of Jesus. From the 7th century, the
Roman holy site recognized and used the resurrection
candle, until the 10th century, which is used by Catholic
countries to this day.

The Easter candle lit from the bonfire in front of the
church on Easter night is sanctified according to age-old
custom. Lighted candles are brought into the church and
the faithful will light their candles from the resurrection
candle. The whole church was lit by candlelight as a sign
of life, victory over sin and death. On the candle there are
five nail marks, above the letter Alpha and below the
letter Omega with the meaning: The beginning and the
end of the Greek language. That symbolizes Jesus as the
beginning and the end. Around the candle is written the
number of years with the meaning "Jesus is the Savior:
Yesterday, Today and Forever". During Church liturgies
such as Baptism or Funeral, the paschal candle is lit.
