\\ly unexpectedly, as you look at one of these you are deeply touched; you can say to
| yourself what St. Peter said at the Transfiguration: it is good for me to be here.

his Tuesday, August 6, we will celebrate the Feast of the Transfiguration of the Lord.
The word ‘transfiguration’ is derived from the Latin word fransfigurare for the Greek
word metamorphosis which means “change of form and appearance.” The Feast of the
Transfiguration of the Lord is a profound moment in the liturgical year, drawing us
into a deeper understanding of Christ's divine nature and the transformative power of
® God's glory. This event, recounted in the Gospels of Matthew, Mark, and Luke, is a
- pivotal revelation of Jesus' identity to His closest disciples - Peter, James, and John.

THE l Jesus takes Peter, James and John, this special trio within the twelve, up the high
TT“” uml‘wn mountain of Tabor where the glory of His destiny is revealed to them. It is the glory
OF THE LORD that belongs to Him as God’s beloved Son. Transfiguration is the foretaste of heaven.

jIn the Transfiguration, we see Jesus on Mount Tabor, His appearance radiant, His
clothes dazzling white, as He converses with Moses and Elijah. This vision is not just a display of divine brilliance but a
profound theological event with multiple layers of meaning. Peter wants to preserve the moment. He wants to erect
tents. He is overwhelmed and terrified by the experience, yet he does not want it to end.

Firstly, the presence of Moses and Elijah signifies the Law and the Prophets, bearing witness to Jesus as the fulfillment
of the Old Testament. Moses represents the Law given to the people of Israel, while Elijah stands for the prophetic tradi-
tion that points towards the coming of the Messiah. Their conversation with Jesus underscores that He is the culmination
of God's plan for salvation.

Secondly, the Transfiguration prefigures the glory of the Resurrection. The disciples witness a glimpse of the resurrect-
ed Christ, preparing them for the trials of His Passion and death. It is a moment of divine encouragement and reassur-
ance, affirming that the suffering to come will lead to glory. The voice of God the Father, "This is my beloved Son;
listen to Him," echoes the affirmation heard at Jesus' baptism. It is a call to obedience and faith, urging the disciples—
and us—to heed Jesus' teachings and follow His path.

As we reflect on the Transfiguration, we are invited to consider our own journeys of faith. Just as the disciples were
transformed by their encounter with the divine, we too are called to be transformed by Christ's presence in our lives.
This transformation begins with our willingness to ascend our own "mountains"—those moments of prayer, contempla-
tion, and encounter with God.

In our daily lives, the light of the Transfiguration challenges us to see the world differently, to recognize the divine in
the ordinary, and to live in a way that reflects the glory of God. It calls us to be witnesses of hope, bearers of light in a
world often shadowed by darkness.

Let us pray for the grace to be transformed by the power of the Transfiguration, to see Christ's glory in our lives, and to
be faithful witnesses to His love and truth. May we, like the disciples, be strengthened by this vision, ready to follow
Jesus through the trials of life towards the promise of eternal glory.

In conclusion, the Feast of the Transfiguration is a powerful reminder of God's presence and glory in our lives. It is a
call to deepen our faith, embrace transformation, and live as true disciples of Christ. As we celebrate this feast, may we
be renewed in spirit and inspired to bring the light of Christ to all we meet. Amen.
