While our parish catechists play a key role in providing structured faith education for our youth, we must also
be mindful to note the indelible impact of the parents and guardians in the upbringing of their children. They
are the primary catechists; it is they who lay the foundation for their children's spiritual growth by preparing
the first soil and planting the first seeds of faith in the home, which is a child's "first church." They actively
witness what it looks like to practically live out Christ's teachings on a daily basis. By regularly bringing their
children to attend and participate in Sunday Mass, they also strengthen their bonds with their kids while
showing them the value of being part of the larger faith family. As they model what it looks like to live a sac-
ramental life rooted in prayer and Christian virtues, they make their Catholic households a sacred haven
where faith is prioritized and passed onto future generations.

Our Catechetical Ministry works hand in hand with parental involvement to nurture a robust faith life in our
young ones. Lessons taught in the classroom are reinforced by the parents' example at home, and vice versa.
This collaborative effort forms the bedrock of our youth's religious education, ensuring they grow and devel-
op with a comprehensive understanding of their faith, which then, in turn, is more effectively witnessed out
into the world.
