Fhe Nativity of the Blessed Vingin Mary

s there anything better than September? The weather is perfect. The grass is lush.

If you go to a Farmer’s Market, the fruits and vegetables are at their peak. This is
the last gasp before autumn and the harvest. Summer has given everything it can, and
just can’t contain itself anymore. And yet, in the middle of that — at this blessed
moment in the calendar — God gave us Mary. How beautiful to realize that the
mother of our Savior came into the world when the earth was at its richest. One of the
first prayers we all learn, the Hail Mary, speaks of Christ as the “fruit of thy womb.”
It’s only fitting that the one who bore that fruit came into the world during this time,
when nature is giving forth so much.

We celebrate every 8" of September, the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary. This
follows our celebration of the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception exactly nine
months ago on December 8. Although not celebrated this year in our Liturgy as it
falls on a Sunday that celebrates the Twenty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time, we
express our love and devotion to our Blessed Mother on the day of her nativity.

'i»/ ' September 8 is a joyful occasion in the Church. This day provides us an opportunity

to reflect on Mary's unique role in the history of salvation and the grace that accom-
THE NATIVITY OF THE panied her fromri,he moqment of her conceprt}ilon. It is a pivotal mo%nent in salvation
BLESSED VIRGIN MARY history as it signifies the coming of the one who would give birth to Jesus Christ, our
Savior. It is a cause for great joy because it is the dawn of hope and salvation for all
humanity. Her arrival marks the beginning of the fulfillment of God’s promise to
redeem His people.

8TH SEPTEMBER

Mary is the New Eve. Just as Eve played a crucial role in the fall of humanity through her disobedience, Mary plays a

central role in our redemption through her obedience. Mary’s “yes” to God contrasts with Eve’s “no,” and her birth is
the prelude to the coming of Christ, the New Adam, who will restore what was lost.

Although the feast celebrates Mary’s birth, it is closely connected to the doctrine of the Immaculate Conception, which
teaches that Mary was conceived without original sin. This singular grace prepared her to be the Mother of God. God’s
grace was already at work from the very beginning of Mary’s life, preserving her from sin and making her a worthy
vessel to bear His Son.

Mary’s birth, though it occurred in humble circumstances, carries profound significance. God often chooses the lowly
and humble to accomplish His divine purposes. Mary’s life is a testament to God’s preference for humility and her birth
is a reminder that greatness in God’s eyes is not about worldly status but about purity of heart and openness to His will.

Mary is not just a figure from the past; she continues to play a vital role in the Church and in the life of every faithful.
As our spiritual mother, she intercedes for us, guiding us closer to her Son. For this to happen, we would need to culti-
vate a deeper relationship with Mary, turning to her in times of need and following her example of total trust in God.

The Feast of the Nativity of Mary is also a celebration of joy and gratitude. May we reflect on the blessings in our own
lives and give thanks for the gift of Mary, whose life brings us closer to Jesus. It is a day to rejoice in God’s goodness
and the fulfillment of His promises.

The birth of Mary is a sign of God’s unfailing love for His people. Through Mary, the dawn of our salvation breaks
forth, and we are called to respond with faith and joy, just as she did. As we celebrate her nativity, let us renew our com-
mitment to following her example, trusting in God’s plan, and rejoicing in His grace that is always at work in our lives.

We rejoice in the birth of our Blessed Mother, who continues to guide us toward her Son, and to commit ourselves anew
to living as faithful disciples, inspired by her humility and devotion.
