s we enter the month of October, we are reminded of the special

devotion the Church has for the Holy Rosary. It is a beautiful opportuni-
ty to deepen our relationship with Our Blessed Mother and seek her interces-
sion in our lives. This month, I invite you to join us in several meaningful
celebrations as we honor Mary, the Mother of God.

Our first special event will be Evening with Mary on October 11, 2024, at
6:30 PM. We gather for the Marian Procession, 6:15 PM; Procession starts at
6:30PM, followed by the Holy Mass. During the procession, we will invoke
Mary under her many beautiful titles, reflecting her universal role in our lives.
Let us gather together in prayer and devotion, lifting our hearts to the Mother
who always leads us closer to her Son.

On October 13, 2024, we will celebrate the final monthly parish devotion of

the year in honor of Our Lady of Fatima. This Mass will be celebrated at

6:30 PM, followed by a Marian Procession and a reception. It is a time for us
to reflect on Mary's messages of peace, repentance, and prayer for the world, just as she revealed them in Fatima. We
hope you can join us for this special evening of faith and unity.

Additionally, every Saturday morning after Mass, we will be praying the Holy Rosary at the Marian Square in front of
the statue of Our Lady of Fatima. It is a beautiful way to start the day, asking Our Lady to intercede for our families and
our world. I encourage all of you to make the Rosary a regular part of your daily prayer, especially during this month of
October. Let us turn to Mary in our homes, asking her to guide and protect us. Through the mysteries of the Rosary, we
meditate on the life of Christ and His saving grace.

In addition to our Marian celebrations, we also begin this weekend the annual October Mass Counts. These counts are
not just about numbers; they are about deepening our understanding of how our communities are evolving. In a Memo-
randum I sent as Vicar General and Chancellor of the Diocese to all Pastors and Business and Office Managers, “All
locations - parishes, missions, and chapels - are asked to provide weekly Mass counts for each weekend in
October: October 5 — 6, October 12-13, October 19-20, and October 26-27.”

In that memo, I encouraged all parish teams, especially those entrusted with the important role of counting, to approach
this with a sense of purpose and attentiveness following several guidelines, and that the October Mass Counts be
reported electronically to the Diocese by the Parish Business Managers every single week after each weekend Mass
Count. Please do not be surprised when you see our ushers doing the Mass Count at the beginning of the homily in each
Mass. | also reminded the Pastors that October Mass Counts are more than a routine task as each number represents a
soul, a story, a journey of faith. The counts we collect in October will be instrumental in fostering the vibrancy of our
parishes, enriching our ministries, and ultimately helping us build more vibrant, more welcoming communities rooted in
Christ’s love.

Finally, as your Pastor, I am deeply grateful to all who have worked tirelessly to make our Marian celebrations possible.
Your devotion and commitment are a blessing to our parish community. Let us come together as one family of faith,
showing our love for Our Blessed Mother through these special devotions. I offer my love and blessings to all of you.
Thank you for making Saint Elizabeth Parish your spiritual home and for your continued dedication to our shared
mission of faith.
