- , message, which celebrates missionaries and their work, Pope Francis reflects on the Gospel
_parable of the Wedding Banquet, where the king tells his servants “Go therefore to the
- thoroughfares and invite to the marriage feast as many as you find”. The invitation to the
4 banquet is linked to the Eucharistic table, where believers share the Body and Blood of

Christ, anticipating the final banquet.

The Holy Father writes, “Here it should be remembered that breaking our material bread
- with the hungry in the name of Christ is already a work of Christian mission. How much

lﬁ more so is the breaking of the Eucharistic bread, which is Christ himself, a work of mission

: ‘:ﬁ par excellence, since the Eucharist is the source and summit of the life and mission of the
“susedml Church”.

As Pope Benedict XVI pointed out: “We cannot keep to ourselves the love we celebrate in the Sacrament [of the Eucharist]. By its
very nature, it asks to be communicated to everyone. The world needs the love of God to encounter Christ and believe in Him. For
this reason, the Eucharist is not only the source and summit of the life of the Church; it is also the source and summit of her

mission: ‘An authentically Eucharistic Church is a missionary Church’” (Sacramentum Caritatis, 84).

Established by Pope Pius XI in 1926, this day invites Catholics everywhere to offer prayers, support, and financial contributions to
missionary efforts in communities struggling with poverty, persecution, or lack of resources for evangelization. The World Mission
Sunday 2024 is important for the following reasons:

1. Global Solidarity: World Mission Sunday emphasizes our responsibility as Christians to support the global Church, especially
in areas facing hardship. Our collective contributions help missionaries continue vital work in education, healthcare, and
spiritual guidance for communities in developing countries.

2. Spreading the Gospel: Missionary work is at the heart of the Church’s calling, as Jesus commanded his disciples to "Go into all
the world and preach the gospel to all creation" (Mark 16:15). By supporting World Mission Sunday, we participate in this
mission and help share Christ’s message of hope and salvation.

3. Empowering Vulnerable Communities: Funds raised on World Mission Sunday directly support dioceses and parishes in the
world's poorest areas. These contributions enable the building of churches, schools, and clinics and providing food and essential
care to needy communities.

4. Encouraging Vocations: Supporting World Mission Sunday helps inspire and sustain missionary vocations, particularly in
regions where priests, religious, and lay missionaries work tirelessly to meet spiritual and material needs.

Four Minutes of Catechesis
about the Holy Mass

Reflection on October 13th

We sit down to listen attentively to the readings from
Scripture, which do not merely provide us with exhorta-
tions for moral living and reflections about the spiritual
life, but we encounter the words of God Himself.

The first reading from the Old Testament, tells the story
of Israel and the salvation of God’s people. As we
understand the many dramatic twists and turns in the Old
Testament, we can come to understand the meanings in
the New Testament.

After hearing God’s word proclaimed and responding
with “Thanks be to God”, we continue with God’s own
inspired words of praise from the book of Psalms, which
is believed that the angels and the saints sing joyfully in
the presence of God, and we join in singing our praise
and thanksgiving.

The second reading comes from the New Testament,
which reflects on the mystery of Jesus Christ and His
saving work through the apostles, drawing out practical
applications that exhort us ever more to focus upon Jesus
and turn away from sin.

Then we stand to welcome in the gospel, singing
“Alleluia” to praise God for His work of salvation and to
announce the coming of Christ to His people.

With the greeting of “The Lord be with you” and
response of “And with your spirit”, we consecrate
ourselves to the Lord, asking that His Word be always on
our minds, on our lips, and in our heart. The gospels are
about Christ’s life and He speaks personally to us through
these inspired words. In response we say ‘“Praise to you,
Lord Jesus Christ”.

Now comes the Homily, a reflection to pass on the
Church’s apostolic faith and to explain the meaning of
the readings, to draw out the application and instruction
for people’s lives, bringing clarity to Jesus’ message.

This leads us into “The Creed”, for us to profess our faith
in the Father Almighty, Christ’s life, death and resurrec-
tion, the sending of the Holy Spirit, the communion of
saints and the holy Church. We publicly stand and
declare “I believe”, that we will strive not to live like the
rest of the world, but to give our wholehearted allegiance
to God.

The Liturgy of the Word ends with “The Prayers of the
Faithful”, intercessory prayers for ourselves and others,
so that we may be found righteous by our life and
actions, faithful to the commandments, so as to obtain
eternal salvation.
