Attending Mass, reciting the Rosary, praying or simply talking to God in prayer about your loved one allows us to
continue our relationship with them, even after their passing. Prayers and lighting candles for our loved one can also be
ways to stay connected spiritually as they can offer solace and create moments to reflect and honor the memory of the
deceased.

In the days leading up to this Mass of Consolation, we will hold a Nine-Day Novena of Masses for all our deceased
loved ones. Beginning nine days prior to All Souls Day, the novena offers us the opportunity to join in continuous
prayer, lifting up the souls of those who have passed, entrusting them to God’s mercy. Why is it important to pray for
the Departed?

1. It is a Work of Mercy: Praying for the departed is an expression of the Christian belief in the communion of saints
and a spiritual act of mercy. Our prayers for the departed, especially during Mass, help them as they journey toward
eternal union with God.

2. Helping Souls in Purgatory: As Catholics, we believe that many souls are purified in purgatory before entering
heaven. Through our prayers, especially the sacrifice of the Mass, we can aid in their purification and hasten their
entrance into the fullness of God’s presence.

3. Honoring the Bonds of Love: Death does not sever the bonds we share with those we love. By praying for the
departed, we remain spiritually united with them, offering our love and care in the form of prayer.

The Holy Sacrifice of the Mass is the highest form of prayer and the most powerful offering we can make for our
deceased loved ones. During Mass, we participate in Christ’s perfect sacrifice on the Cross, which brings infinite graces
and mercy. Offering Masses for the departed allows us to place their souls before God, asking for His compassion and
peace.

Throughout the nine-day novena of Masses and the rest of the month of November, we will remember the faithful
departed in our Masses. Please take a Mass Offering envelope with you when you leave Church today and include the
names of your loved ones. Drop them in the Collection basket at any Mass during the month. The names of the
Departed will also be listed in our Parish Bulletin. Let us come together in faith, hope, and love as we pray for those
who have gone before us, trusting in God’s promise of eternal life and everlasting peace.

Four Minutes of Catechesis 7
about the Holy Mass

Reflection on October 20th

The Liturgy of the Eucharist starts with “The Preparation
of the Gifts”, which symbolizes our giving of ourselves to
God, offering bread and wine as the gifts of creation and
the fruits of our labors, as in putting money into the
collection basket. The priest then brings our gifts to the
altar, where Christ’s sacrifice is made present, our union
with Christ’s offering to the Father.

The Eucharistic Prayers begins with the priest’s “The
Lord be with you...Let us give thanks to the Lord our
God”. A greeting used to address those whom God calls
in preparation to enter the sacred mystery of the holy
sacrifice.

The “Holy, Holy, Holy Lord” prayer takes us spiritually
up to heaven, joining our voices with the angels and
saints in jubilant hymn of praise.

The priest then prays that the Father send the Holy Spirit,
so that the gifts of bread and wine are changed into the
body and blood of Our Lord.

Through the words of institution and consecration, “This
is my body; this is my blood...Do this in memory of me”,
Jesus is the sacrificial lamb for the forgiveness of our
sins. The priest lifts the body and the blood of Christ,
with the people acclaiming: “We proclaim your Death, O
Lord, and profess your Resurrection, until you come
again”.

The Eucharistic prayer continues with the priest making
various intercessions, for all who will soon be nourished
by Christ. Having the priest acclaim that all honor and
glory is God’s for ever and ever, we respond like the an-
gels, with our “Amen!”

The Lord’s Prayer, the Rite of Peace, the Lamb of God,
and other preparatory rites lead us to holy communion,
ensuring that we are properly disposed to receive the
Holy Eucharist.

This is Jesus’ body, blood, soul and divinity. All are
invited to come to the table to receive “The body & blood
of Christ”. And as we bow or kneel in worship, as we
open our palms or open our mouths to receive Him, we
respond, “Amen”. The same goes to receiving Jesus in his
most precious blood.

Remain standing until all have received communion, the
altar is cleared, and the leftover hosts are returned to the
tabernacle. Once seated, a sacred silence may be
observed, or a hymn may be sung in thanksgiving. The
priest then says the Prayer after Communion, which we
acclaim: “Amen”.
