Today, we mark the beginning of the National Vocation Aware-
ness Week (NVAW) 2024. Observed from November 3-9, it is a
time for the Catholic Church in the United States to focus on promot-
ing vocations to the priesthood, diaconate, and consecrated life. In all
our Masses today we will pray for an increase of vocations to the
Priesthood and Religious Life.

This week-long event encourages prayer, education, and support for
individuals discerning their call to these vocations. The theme
emphasizes nurturing vocations within families and parishes, as these
environments are the foundational places where faith is cultivated.

Promoting vocations, particularly in the priesthood, diaconate and religious life, begins with fostering a culture of
openness to God’s call within the home. Families play a vital role in encouraging young people to explore religious
vocations by praying together, discussing faith, and participating actively in parish life.

Promoting vocations to the priesthood, diaconate and religious life within families is vital for nurturing future leaders in
the Church. Here are several ways families can encourage and support these vocations:

e Fostering Prayerful Environments: Begin by making prayer a central part of family life. Families can pray regularly
for vocations and encourage children to reflect on how God may be calling them to serve. This could include special
prayers for vocations, attending Eucharistic adoration, or saying the Rosary together with a focus on openness to
God’s will .

e Role Models and Personal Encounters: Expose children to priests, deacons, sisters, and other religious figures.
Inviting clergy and religious over for meals or family events helps normalize these vocations. When children see
joyful, dedicated priests and religious, they are more likely to consider those paths for themselves .

o  Encourage Service and Involvement in the Church: Families can encourage children to be involved in the parish,
serving at Mass, or joining youth groups. These experiences deepen their connection to the Church and foster a
spirit of service, which is often the seed of a vocation .

e  Open Discussions About Vocations: Have regular conversations about the different vocations, including priesthood,
consecrated life, and marriage. By treating religious vocations as an equally viable and fulfilling life path, parents
can help children feel more comfortable exploring these callings.

o Support Discernment: If a child expresses interest in religious life, diaconate or the priesthood, provide resources
and encourage them to explore retreats, vocation camps, or spiritual direction to help them discern God’s plan for
their life.

By creating a supportive and faith-filled environment, families can play a crucial role in nurturing vocations to the
priesthood, diaconate and religious life. As a Parish, we can complement this by encouraging our young people to attend
the many programs and retreats offered by the Diocesan Office of Vocations. In many of these programs, role models in
the form of clergy and consecrated individuals who share their vocational journeys are often provided.

Practical steps include increasing opportunities for young people to engage with priests and religious, organizing
vocation-themed talks, and encouraging prayer for vocations. We are also encouraged to create a welcoming atmosphere
for those discerning their calling and to support them through mentorship, spiritual direction, and community prayers.

You will see in our Bulletin the different activities that have been organized for the National Vocation Awareness
Week: Eucharistic Adorations, Masses, Talks and Discussions. On Saturday, November 9, from 10:00AM to 3:00PM at
Saint Christopher Church in San Jose, a Retreat on Vocations will be held in English and Spanish, culminating with the
celebration of Holy Mass. I encourage most especially our young people to attend this event. May the Lord send more
laborers to His vineyard.

e  Modelos para seguir y encuentros personales: exponga a los niflos a sacerdotes y didconos, hermanas y otras
figuras religiosas. Invitar al clero y a los religiosos a las comidas o a los eventos familiares ayuda a normalizar estas
vocaciones. Cuando los nifios ven sacerdotes, diaconos y religiosos alegres y dedicados, es mas probable que consi-
deren esos caminos para si mismos.

e Fomentar el servicio y la participacion en la Iglesia: las familias pueden animar a los nifios a participar en la
parroquia, sirviendo en la misa o uniéndose a grupos de jovenes. Estas experiencias profundizan su conexion con la
Iglesia y fomentan un espiritu de servicio, que a menudo es la semilla de una vocacion.

e Discusiones abiertas sobre las vocaciones: Tenga conversaciones periodicas sobre las diferentes vocaciones, inclui-
do el sacerdocio, la vida consagrada y el matrimonio. Al tratar las vocaciones religiosas como un camino de vida
igualmente viable y satisfactorio, los padres pueden ayudar a los nifios a sentirse mas comodos al explorar estos
llamados.

e  Apoyar el discernimiento: Siun nifio expresa interés en la vida religiosa, diaconado o el sacerdocio, proporcionele
recursos y animelo a explorar retiros, campamentos vocacionales o direccion espiritual para ayudarlo a discernir el
plan de Dios para su vida.

Al crear un entorno de apoyo y lleno de fe, las familias pueden desempefiar un papel crucial en el fomento de las
vocaciones al sacerdocio, diaconado y la vida religiosa. Como parroquia, podemos complementar esto al alentar a
nuestros jovenes a asistir a los numerosos programas y retiros que ofrece la Oficina Diocesana de Vocaciones. En
muchos de estos programas, se ofrecen modelos a seguir en forma de clérigos y personas consagradas que comparten
sus trayectorias vocacionales.

Entre las medidas practicas se incluyen aumentar las oportunidades para que los jovenes interactiien con sacerdotes y
religiosos, organizar charlas sobre temas vocacionales y alentar la oracion por las vocaciones.

And this time, the sign of the cross is
made while the priest blesses the people in the name of
the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

What is most significant about this dismissal is that the
whole Liturgy receives its name, “The Mass”, from the
Latin phrase, Ita Missa est, go the mass is ended. As the
Catechism explains, the celebration of the Eucharist is
called Holy Mass or Missa, because the Liturgy in which
the mystery of salvation is accomplished concludes with
the sending forth or dismissal of the faithful, so that they
may fulfill God’s will in their daily lives.

The Priest or Deacon concludes with: “Our Mass is
ended, let us go in Peace”. And the congregation affirms
with an “Amen”. Yes, | will go serve the Lord. The priest
and the deacon kiss and bow to the altar as the choir lead
the people with the closing song. It is out of respect to
wait until the procession has passed and the music has
concluded before final exiting occurs.

Because of the resurrection of Jesus Christ on the first
day of the week, being Easter Sunday, we Catholics
celebrate and especially honor God every Sunday. Pope
John Paul II wrote in the apostolic letter, Dies Domini,
that encourages Catholics to 'rediscover the meaning'
behind keeping Sunday holy. It stresses our devotion and
obligation to God by attending Sunday Mass, praying,
listening to God’s Word, participating in the Holy
Sacrifice, culminating in receiving Holy Communion.

Once mass has concluded and we are sent out into the
world. It is a day of continued devotion to God and family.

A day of rest. No unnecessary work should be done. No
commercial activities, stores are closed. It is a Family
Day, to gather together, not isolating oneself, but
focusing on strengthening relationships. A time to visit
relatives and friends. A chance to visit those in the
hospital, care facilities, the home bound or even those
imprisoned. It can be things you can do for the communi-
ty, acts of charity. It is our sign to the world, of keeping
and honoring our Lord.
