December 8, 2024 Second Sunday of Advent

Last Sunday, December 1, we entered the holy season of Advent, a time to
prepare our hearts to welcome Christ anew at Christmas. The symbols and
practices of Advent help deepen our spiritual journey and remind us of the
hope, peace, joy, and love that Christ brings. Here’s a closer look at the
meaning behind these cherished traditions and how we can live them out:

The Advent Wreath. The Advent wreath is one of the most recognizable
M symbols of the season. This circular wreath of evergreen branches represents
&8 God’s unending love and eternal life. Placed prominently in our homes or
churches, it serves as a reminder of Christ, the Light of the World. Four
candles are placed on the Advent wreath, representing the four Sundays of
il Advent. Each candle symbolizes a key theme that prepares us for Christmas: 1.)
# Hope (First Sunday): We light the first purple candle to remind us of the hope
% found in the promises of God; 2.) Peace (Second Sunday): The second purple
g candle signifies peace, calling us to trust in Christ, the Prince of Peace; 3.)
Joy (Third Sunday): The rose candle, lit on Gaudete Sunday, reflects the joy of
& the nearness of the Lord; 4.) Love (Fourth Sunday): The final purple candle re-
= minds us of God’s love made visible in the gift of His Son.

Each week as a candle is lit, we reflect on these themes through prayer,
scripture, and acts of kindness. There are also additional advent symbols and
practices: 1.) The Jesse Tree: Decorate a tree or branch with symbols repre-
senting the ancestry of Jesus, helping us meditate on salvation history; 2.) The Nativity Scene: Setting up a nativity
scene in stages can heighten anticipation for Christ’s birth. Place the Christ Child in the manger only on Christmas Eve;
3.) Advent Colors: Purple signifies repentance and preparation, while rose on the third Sunday marks a pause for joy
amidst our waiting; 4) Advent Calendars: They help mark the days of Advent with scripture, prayers, or activities to
keep Christ at the center of the season.

What can we do to make this Advent Season more meaningful and spiritually uplifting? Attending Mass regularly on
Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation and even on weekdays have helped so many of our Parishioners in their spiritual
life. The Mass is the source and summit of our life as Christians. Each time we come to Mass, we encounter Christ
himself in the Word proclaimed and the Eucharist received. During Advent, this encounter takes on special meaning as
we prepare our hearts to welcome Christ anew at Christmas. Attending Mass regularly allows us to step away from the
busyness of the season and refocus on the true reason for our celebration: the birth of our Savior and also His second
coming. Hearing the Scriptures, participating in the prayers and reflecting on the homilies provide spiritual nourishment
and guide us in preparing our hearts to Christ.

Mass is not only a personal encounter with Christ but also a communal act of worship. Coming together as a parish
family at Mass strengthens the bonds of faith within our community and reminds us that we journey toward Christ
together. It is also my hope that you took the opportunity last week and availed of the Sacrament of Reconciliation. We
have Confessions at Church every Saturday after the 8:30AM Mass.

There are many other ways how you we make Advent more meaningful: 1.) Engage in Acts of Service: Share the love
of Christ with others, especially those in need; 2.) Create Family Traditions: Pray around the Advent wreath, read
scripture, or share reflections as a family; 3.) Stay Watchful in Prayer: Make time for personal and communal prayer,
asking God to guide your preparations for Christmas.

This Advent, let us journey together in faith, hope, and expectation, preparing to welcome Christ more fully into our
lives and hearts. May the light of the Advent candles inspire us to bring Christ’s light to a waiting world.
