his weekend, we celebrate the Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord, a

feast rich in meaning and symbolism. The word “Epiphany” means
‘manifestation” or revelation.” It is the day we commemorate the journey of
the Magi, those seekers of light and truth who followed a star to encounter
" the newborn King. Their journey was one of faith, courage, and persever-
ance - a pilgrimage filled with hope that the light they followed would lead
them to something extraordinary.

This year, as we embark on the Jubilee Year of Hope under the
theme “Pilgrims of Hope,” the story of the Magi offers profound inspira-
' tion. Like them, we, too, are on a pilgrimage, seeking the presence of Christ
~ in our lives and in the world around us. The Magi followed a star, trusting it
- would lead them to the Savior. As pilgrims of hope, we are invited to fix
¢ our gaze on Christ, the Light of the World, and walk forward with trust,
even when the path ahead seems unclear. This Solemnity of the Epiphany
. offers us some points for our consideration in our Jubilee journey.

Hope Sustains the Pilgrimage. The Magi teach us that hope fuels the heart
of every journey. Despite the challenges and uncertainties of their travels,
they never gave up. As we journey through this Jubilee Year, let us embrace hope as our guiding star. Hope
allows us to face difficulties with confidence, knowing that Christ walks with us and that His promises are steadfast.

Seeking Christ with Open Hearts. The Magi’s journey was not just about following a star—it was about
seeking an encounter with the Divine. They brought with them gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh,
symbols of their recognition of Christ as King, God, and Savior. This year, we are invited to offer our own
gifts: our time, love, and service to others, as acts of worship to Christ.

Sharing the Light of Christ. The Magi’s encounter with Christ changed them. They returned home by a differ-
ent route, transformed by the light they had found. In this Jubilee Year, we are called to be bearers of Christ’s
light and hope, sharing His love with those around us. Our pilgrimage of hope is not only about our own
journey but also about inspiring others to seek and encounter Christ.

The Epiphany reminds us that Jesus is the Light for all nations, the Savior for every person. In this Jubilee
Year of Hope, let us embrace our role as “Pilgrims of Hope, ” walking together as a faith community, guided
by the light of Christ. Let us encourage one another to persevere in faith, support one another in love, and
carry the message of hope to a world longing for light.

As we reflect on the journey of the Magi, let us also ask ourselves: Are we attentive to the signs of God’s
presence in our lives? Are we willing to follow where He leads, even if it requires sacrifice? How can we help
others encounter Christ, the Light of the World?

This Epiphany, let us recommit ourselves to seeking Christ more deeply, worshiping Him more wholehearted-
ly, and sharing His light with others. May the star of faith continue to guide us on our journey toward Him,
and may we, like the Magi, rejoice with great joy as we encounter the living Lord. May the example of the
Magi inspire us to journey forward with hope and courage. As we encounter Christ in the Eucharist, in prayer,
and in one another, may we be transformed by His light and become shining stars for those still searching for Him.
