As part of our commitment to ensuring a
welcoming and inclusive worship space, we are
working closely with the City of Milpitas to
meet the requirements for our Sanctuary Reno-
vation Project. One of the key improvements
will be the addition of a ramp to ensure easier
access for persons with physical disabilities.
This enhancement reflects our commitment to
making our church a welcoming and inclusive home for everyone. Another key requirement is upgrading our restroom
facilities to make them fully accessible to persons with disabilities. This necessary improvement has been integrated
into the overall scope of our renovation.

In addition to increased accessibility, the renovation will enhance the beauty and functionality of the sanctuary, creating
a sacred space that inspires deeper prayer and reverence. These updates are not just about physical improvements—they
are about fostering a spiritual environment where every parishioner can feel at home in worship.

We have received bids from several construction companies and are currently in the selection process to determine
which firm will best meet our needs. Our priority is to choose a reliable company that can deliver high-quality work
within our timeline, ensuring the project is completed on schedule.

The groundbreaking ceremony marks a significant milestone in our journey. This dream has become a reality through
the incredible love, generosity, and sacrifices of our parishioners. Your participation in the Annual Diocesan Appeal,
individual donations, ethnic group fundraising events, and the proceeds from our Parish Summer Festivals over the past
two years have brought us to this moment.

We deeply appreciate your kind understanding as we navigate the changes required during the renovation process.

Here’s what to expect:

e Weekday Masses will be held at the Parish Ministry Center for about two months.

e Sunday Masses will remain in the main church, except for one or two weekends when we will gather under a
canopy at the Marian Square.

While these adjustments may pose some challenges, we are hopeful and excited to see the progress. By Holy Week, we
anticipate that the renovation will be at least 80% to 90% complete. A Thanksgiving Mass and Blessing of our newly
renovated worship space with Bishop Oscar Cantu is planned for Easter.

This Jubilee Year of Hope reminds us that our journey as a parish is a pilgrimage of faith. We entrust this project to the
intercession of Saint Elizabeth of Portugal, our Patroness, and pray for her guidance and protection as we undertake this
important step in our parish life. Together, we are building a church that truly reflects the heart of our parish communi-
ty. I look forward to welcoming you into our renewed Church with its beautifully transformed sanctuary. Thank you for
your continued prayers and support as we move forward with this vital project.
