e are very blessed to have a big Vietnamese Community here at Saint
Elizabeth and we join them in their celebration of the Lunar New Year.
Also known as the Spring Festival in some cultures, 7ét Nguyén Ddn is a
celebration of a new year based on the lunar calendar. Unhke the Gregorian
calendar, which is based on the Earth’s orbit around the sun, the lunar calendar is
determined by the cycles of the moon. This is why the date of the Lunar New
Year changes each year, typically falling between late January and mid-February.

While many Asian countries celebrate the Lunar New Year, each culture has
unique traditions and customs. The Chinese New Year Spring Festival’s Chun Jie
empha51zed large public celebrations like parades and fireworks. Tét Nguyén Pdn
is more focused on honoring ancestors and intimate family traditions. South
Korea’s Seollal includes bowing rituals and wearing traditional hanbook. Other
countries having big-time celebrations of the Lunar New Year include Mongolia,
Malaysia, Singapore, and Japan.

The Tét is the most important and celebrated holiday in Vietnamese culture,
symbolizing renewal, hope, and a fresh beginnings. It marks the arrival of spring
and the begmnlng of the lunar calendar. For the Vietnamese sisters and broth-
ers, Tét is a deeply spiritual and cultural celebration. It is a time for family
reunions, honoring ancestors, and giving thanks to God for His blessings.
Families gather to share meals exchange well-wishes, and observe traditions that
strengthen bonds and celebrate life. Tradltlonally, Tét is also a moment to reflect
on the past year, seek renewal, and offer prayers for peace, prosperity, and good health in the year ahead.

We start the celebration at Saint Elizabeth on the eve of the of the 2025 Vietnamese Lunar New Year, 7ét Nguyén Pdn,
this Tuesday, January 28, 2025 with the celebration of Holy Mass at 7:00PM marking the start of the Year of the Snake.
As we approach the joyous celebration of the Vietnamese Lunar New Year, I invite our entire Saint Elizabeth Parish
Community to join our Vietnamese sisters and brothers on this special occasion. We are truly blessed to have a large
and vibrant Vietnamese community, whose faith, culture, and traditions enrich our parish life. This Mass will beautiful-
ly blend our Catholic faith with cherished Vietnamese traditions, reminding us that Christ is at the heart of all cultures.
Festivities will continue with vibrant cultural performances, traditional food, and community gatherings—a wonderful
opportunity to experience the joy and richness of 7ét.

This year, as we celebrate the Jubilee Year of Hope, we reflect on the journeys that have brought us to this moment.
Many in our multi-ethnic parish community are pilgrims who have come from distant lands, seeking new beginnings
and a sense of belonging.
