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Visiting Northern Vietnam 
By the time this issue of the Saint Elizabeth Parish Bulletin is published on    
February 16, our journey to Northern Vietnam will have concluded. This visit 
led by Bishop Oscar Cantú was made at the invitation of the Vietnamese priests 
of the Diocese of San Jose and the Archbishop of Hanoi. As his Vicar General, I 
was honored to be part of the official entourage accompanying the Bishop on 
this meaningful trip. 
 
Our journey began on Sunday, February 2, with an overnight flight from San 
Francisco to Hanoi. On Day 1, Tuesday, February 4, we embarked on a walking 
tour of Hoan Kiem Lake and the Hanoi Old Quarter. Hoan Kiem Lake, meaning 
Lake of the Returned Sword, is one of the most iconic landmarks of Hanoi.  
According to legend, Emperor Le Loi was given a magical sword by the gods to 
fight against Chinese invaders. After his victory, a golden turtle emerged from 
the lake and reclaimed the sword, symbolizing peace. The lake remains a serene 
retreat in the heart of the bustling city, where locals gather for morning exercises 
and leisurely strolls. 
 

The Hanoi Old Quarter, with its narrow streets and traditional shop-houses, offered us a glimpse into the city’s rich history and vibrant street life. 
Each street in this district was historically dedicated to a specific trade, a tradition that continues today with shops selling silk, silver, spices, and 
handicrafts. The blend of French colonial architecture, ancient temples, and modern businesses makes the Old Quarter a lively and fascinating 
place to explore. 
 
Day 2 was devoted to discovering some of Hanoi’s historical and religious sites. We visited the Temple of Literature, Vietnam’s first national 
university, founded in 1070. Dedicated to Confucius and scholars of the past, this temple remains a symbol of education and wisdom. We then 
explored the Vietnam Museum of Ethnology, which showcases the diverse cultures of Vietnam’s 54 ethnic groups through artifacts, traditional 
houses, and exhibits. 
 
Following a delicious lunch, we visited Giang Xa Catholic Church, a site of great spiritual significance. Here, we reflected on the life and legacy 
of Cardinal Francois Xavier Nguyen Van Thuan, whose cause for beatification opened in 2007. A man of deep faith, he was imprisoned and 
placed under house arrest for many years during the 1970s. His unwavering hope and love for Christ continue to inspire Catholics worldwide. 
 
We also had the privilege of meeting Archbishop Joseph Vu Van Thien, the Archbishop of Hanoi, before stopping for coffee at Hanoi Train 
Street, a unique location where trains pass through a narrow alley lined with small businesses. The day concluded with a mesmerizing Thang 
Long Water Puppet Show, an art form that dates back to the 11th century, depicting Vietnamese folklore and rural life through puppetry on water. 
 
As I write this on February 6, we have now traveled south to Ninh Binh City, about 92 kilometers from Hanoi. A highlight of our visit was Phat 
Diem Cathedral, a stunning Catholic site blending Eastern and Western architectural styles. Completed in 1891, this cathedral remains a beacon 
of faith for Vietnamese Catholics. 
 
We also visited the Religious Sisters of the Lovers of the Holy Cross of Phat Diem, a thriving community of nearly 500 sisters. It was truly heart-
warming to witness their devotion and to share a meal with them. The presence of so many young sisters in formation is a testament to the 
strength and growth of the Church in Vietnam. 
 
Tonight, we are staying in Nam Dinh City, and tomorrow we will visit Bui Chu Diocese, one of the oldest dioceses in Vietnam. We will also 
explore the renowned Catholic brass instrument village, where artisans craft instruments used in church music across the country. After lunch, we 
will journey to Há Long Bay, a UNESCO World Heritage Site known for its breathtaking limestone islands and emerald waters. My excitement is 
truly building up.  
 
This Visit has been an immense blessing. Being with Bishop Cantú and our Vietnamese brother priests has been a deeply enriching experience. 
Their hospitality, kindness, and care for us have been truly humbling. This journey has strengthened my appreciation for the vibrancy of the Cath-
olic faith in Vietnam and the deep-rooted spirituality of its people. I look forward to sharing more about the rest of our pilgrimage in the next 
issue of our Parish Bulletin. Please continue to keep us in your prayers as we complete this sacred journey.

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Chuyến viếng thăm miền Bắc Việt Nam 

Thăm giáo phận Bùi Chu – At Bui Chu Diose in Vietnam 
 

Khi tờ Thông tin soቷ  ra ngày 16 tháng 2 này của Saint Elizabeth Parish được aቷn hành thı ̀ cuộc 
thăm vieቷng của chúng tôi đeቷn mieቹn Baቿc Việt Nam sẽ keቷt thúc. Chuyeቷn vieቷng thăm này, do Đức 
cha Oscar Cantú làm trưởng đoàn, được thực hiện theo lời mời của các linh mục Việt Nam 
thuộc Giáo phận San Jose và của Đức Toቻng Giám mục Hà Nội (Giuse	Vũ	Văn	Thiên). Vı ̀ là linh 
mục Toቻng Đại diện của ĐC. Cantú, nên tôi raቷ t vinh dự được tham gia vào đoàn tùy tùng, chı ́nh 
thức tháp tùng Đức Giám mục trong chuyeቷn đi đaቹy ý nghı ̃a này. 
 
Hành trı ̀nh của chúng tôi baቿ t đaቹu vào Chủ Nhật, ngày 2 tháng 2, với chuyeቷn bay đêm từ San 
Francisco đeቷn Hà Nội. Ngày thứ nhaቷ t: Thứ Ba, ngày 4 tháng 2, chúng tôi baቿ t đaቹu đi bộ đeቻ  
ngaቿm cảnh Hoቹ  Hoàn Kieቷm và Phoቷ  Coቻ  Hà Nội. Hoቹ  Hoàn Kieቷm, có nghı ̃a là Hoቹ  Trả Gươm, là một 
trong những đi ̣a danh mang tı ́nh bieቻu tượng li ̣ch sử nhaቷ t của Hà Nội. Theo truyeቹn thuyeቷ t, 
Hoàng đeቷ  Lê Lợi đã được các vi ̣ thaቹn ban cho một thanh kieቷm thaቹn đeቻ  choቷng lại quân xâm 
lược Trung Quoቷc. Sau khi ông chieቷn thaቿng, một con rùa vàng đã noቻ i lên từ hoቹ  và laቷy lại thanh 
kieቷm, tượng trưng cho hòa bı ̀nh. Hoቹ  vaችn là nơi yên ti ̣nh thanh bı ̀nh giữa lòng thành phoቷ  nhộn 
nhi ̣p, nơi người dân đi ̣a phương tụ tập đeቻ  tập theቻ  dục buoቻ i sáng và đi dạo. 
 

Khu Phoቷ  Coቻ  Hà Nội, với những con phoቷ  hẹp và những cửa hàng truyeቹn thoቷng, đã cho chúng tôi cái nhı ̀n thoáng qua veቹ  li ̣ch sử phong phú và cuộc soቷng 
đường phoቷ  nhộn nhi ̣p của thành phoቷ . Moች i con phoቷ  trong khu này trước đây đeቹu dành riêng cho một ngành ngheቹ  riêng biệt, truyeቹn thoቷng aቷy vaችn tieቷp tục 
cho đeቷn ngày nay với các cửa hàng bán lụa, bạc, gia vi ̣ và đoቹ  thủ công mỹ nghệ. Sự keቷt hợp giữa kieቷn trúc thuộc đi ̣a Pháp, đeቹn thờ coቻ  và các doanh nghiệp 
hiện đại khieቷn Khu Phoቷ  Coቻ  trở thành một nơi náo nhiệt và haቷp daችn đeቻ  khám phá. 
 
Ngày thứ hai dành đeቻ  khám phá một soቷ  đi ̣a đieቻm li ̣ch sử và tôn giáo của Hà Nội. Chúng tôi đã đeቷn thăm Văn Mieቷu, trường đại học quoቷc gia đaቹu tiên của Việt 
Nam, được thành lập vào năm 1070. Mang tên Khoቻng Tử và các học giả trong quá khứ, ngôi đeቹn này vaችn là bieቻu tượng của giáo dục và trı ́ tuệ. Sau đó, 
chúng tôi đi thăm Bảo tàng Dân tộc học Việt Nam, nơi trưng bày các neቹn văn hóa đa dạng của 54 dân tộc Việt Nam thông qua các hiện vật, nhà truyeቹn 
thoቷng và trieቻn lãm. 
 
Sau bữa trưa ngon lành, chúng tôi đeቷn thăm nhà thờ Công giáo Giang Xá, một đi ̣a đieቻm raቷ t có ý nghı ̃a tinh thaቹn. Tại đây, chúng tôi suy ngaችm veቹ  cuộc đời và 
di sản của Đức Hoቹng y Phanxicô Xavier Nguyeችn Văn Thuận, người đã được mở án phong chân phước vào năm 2007. Là một người có đức tin vững mạnh, 
ngài đã bi ̣ caቹm tù và quản thúc tại Giang Xá trong nhieቹu năm trong những năm 1970. Nieቹm hy vọng và tı ̀nh yêu vững mạnh của ngài dành cho Chúa Kitô 
tieቷp tục là gương maችu cho những người Công giáo trên toàn theቷ  giới. 
 
Chúng tôi cũng có vinh dự được gặp Đức Toቻng giám mục Giuse Vũ Văn Thiên, Toቻng giám mục Hà Nội, trước khi dừng lại uoቷng cà phê tại Phoቷ  tàu Hà Nội, 
một đi ̣a đieቻm độc đáo nơi các chuyeቷn xe lửa chạy qua một con hẻm hẹp với những cửa hàng kinh doanh nhỏ. Keቷt thúc ngày này baኁng Chương trı ̀nh múa 
roቷ i nước Thăng Long đaቹy mê hoặc, một loại hı ̀nh nghệ thuật có từ theቷ  kỷ 11, mô tả văn hóa dân gian Việt Nam và cuộc soቷng nông thôn thông qua nghệ 
thuật múa roቷ i trên mặt nước. 
 
Khi tôi vieቷt những dòng này vào ngày 6 tháng 2, chúng tôi đã đi veቹ  phı ́a Nam đeቷn thành phoቷ  Ninh Bı ̀nh, cách Hà Nội khoảng 92 km. Chủ đı ́ch trong chuyeቷn 
thăm Ninh Bı ̀nh của chúng tôi là Nhà thờ Phát Diệm, một đi ̣a đieቻm Công giáo tuyệt đẹp, keቷt hợp phong cách kieቷn trúc Đông và Tây phương. Được hoàn 
thành vào năm 1891, nhà thờ này vaችn là ngọn hải đăng của đức tin đoቷ i với người Công giáo Việt Nam. 
Chúng tôi cũng đã đeቷn thăm Dòng Nữ tu Meቷn Thánh Giá Phát Diệm, một cộng đoቹng đang phát trieቻn mạnh mẽ với gaቹn 500 chi ̣ em. Thật aቷm lòng khi chứng 
kieቷn lòng sùng kı ́nh của họ và cùng chia sẻ bữa ăn với họ. Sự hiện diện của raቷ t nhieቹu chi ̣ em trẻ đang trong thời gian tu luyện là minh chứng cho sức mạnh 
và sự phát trieቻn của Giáo hội tại Việt Nam. 
 
Toቷ i nay, chúng tôi ở lại thành phoቷ  Nam Đi ̣nh, và ngày mai chúng tôi sẽ đeቷn thăm Giáo phận Bùi Chu, một trong những giáo phận lâu đời nhaቷ t tại Việt Nam. 
Chúng tôi cũng sẽ thăm làng nhạc cụ baኁng đoቹng Công giáo noቻ i tieቷng, nơi các nghệ nhân cheቷ  tác nhạc cụ được sử dụng trong thánh nhạc trên khaቿp cả nước. 
Sau bữa trưa, chúng tôi sẽ đi đeቷn Vịnh Hạ Long, một Di sản Theቷ  giới được UNESCO công nhận, noቻ i tieቷng với những hòn đảo đá vôi ngoạn mục và làn nước 
ngọc lục bảo. Tôi thực sự raቷ t phaቷn khı ́ch. 
 
Chuyeቷn vieቷng thăm này là một ơn phúc vô cùng to lớn. Được ở bên Đức Cha Cantú và các anh em linh mục Việt Nam của chúng ta là một kinh nghiệm vô 
cùng phong phú. Lòng hieቷu khách, lòng toቷ t và sự chăm sóc của họ dành cho chúng tôi thực sự đáng ngưỡng mộ. Chuyeቷn đi này đã củng coቷ  lòng bieቷt ơn của 
tôi đoቷ i với sự soቷng động của đức tin Công giáo tại Việt Nam và tinh thaቹn đạo đức sâu sa của người dân nơi đây. Tôi mong muoቷn được chia sẻ thêm veቹ  phaቹn 
còn lại của cuộc hành hương của chúng tôi trong soቷ  tieቷp theo của Bản tin Giáo xứ. Xin hãy tieቷp tục caቹu nguyện cho chúng tôi khi chúng tôi hoàn thành cuộc 
hành trı ̀nh thiêng liêng này.

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Visita al Norte de Vietnam 

Cuando se publique este número del Boletín de la Parroquia de Santa Elisabeth el 16 de 
febrero, nuestro viaje al norte de Vietnam habrá concluido. Esta visita, encabezada por 
el obispo Oscar Cantú, se realizó por invitación de los sacerdotes vietnamitas de la     
diócesis de San José y del arzobispo de Hanoi. Como su vicario general, tuve el honor 
de formar parte de la comitiva oficial que acompañó al obispo en este significativo viaje. 

Nuestro viaje comenzó el domingo 2 de febrero con un vuelo nocturno desde San     
Francisco a Hanoi. El primer día, el martes 4 de febrero, emprendimos un recorrido a pie 
por el lago Hoan Kiem y el casco antiguo de Hanoi. El lago Hoan Kiem, que significa 
lago de la espada devuelta, es uno de los lugares más emblemáticos de Hanoi. Según la 
leyenda, los dioses le dieron al emperador Le Loi una espada mágica para luchar contra 
los invasores chinos. Después de su      victoria, una tortuga dorada emergió del lago y 
recuperó la espada, que simboliza la paz. El lago sigue siendo un refugio sereno en el 
corazón de la bulliciosa    ciudad, donde los lugareños se reúnen para hacer ejercicio por 
la mañana y     pasear tranquilamente.  

El Barrio Antiguo de Hanoi, con sus calles estrechas y sus tradicionales comercios, nos 
ofreció una visión de la rica historia de la ciudad y su vibrante vida  callejera. Cada calle 
de este distrito estaba históricamente dedicada a un comercio específico, una tradición 
que continúa hoy en día con tiendas que venden seda, plata, especias y artesanías. La 
mezcla de arquitectura colonial francesa, templos antiguos y comercios modernos hace 
del Barrio Antiguo un lugar animado y fascinante para explorar.  

El segundo día se dedicó a descubrir algunos de los lugares históricos y religiosos de Hanoi. Visitamos el Templo de la Literatura, 
la primera universidad nacional de Vietnam, fundada en 1070. Dedicado a Confucio y a los eruditos del pasado, este templo sigue 
siendo un símbolo de educación y sabiduría. Luego exploramos el Museo de Etnología de Vietnam, que muestra las diversas      
culturas de los 54 grupos étnicos de Vietnam a través de artefactos, casas tradicionales y exhibiciones. Después de un delicioso   
almuerzo, visitamos la iglesia católica de Giang Xa, un lugar de gran significado espiritual. Allí, reflexionamos sobre la vida y el 
legado del cardenal Francois Xavier Nguyen Van Thuan, cuya causa de beatificación se abrió en 2007. Fue un hombre de profunda 
fe, que estuvo encarcelado y bajo arresto domiciliario durante muchos años durante la década de 1970. Su inquebrantable esperanza 
y amor por Cristo siguen inspirando a los católicos de todo el mundo. También tuvimos el privilegio de conocer al arzobispo Joseph 
Vu Van Thien, arzobispo de Hanoi, antes de detenernos a tomar un café en la calle del tren de Hanoi, un lugar único donde los    
trenes pasan por un estrecho callejón bordeado de pequeños negocios. El día concluyó con un fascinante espectáculo de marionetas 
a   cuáticas Thang Long, una forma de arte que se remonta al siglo XI y que representa el folclore vietnamita y la vida rural a través 
de  marionetas sobre el agua.  

Mientras escribo esto el 6 de febrero, ya hemos viajado hacia el sur hasta la ciudad de Ninh Binh, a unos 92 kilómetros de Hanoi. 
Un punto destacado de nuestra visita fue la Catedral de Phat Diem, un impresionante lugar católico que combina los estilos         
arquitectónicos oriental y occidental. Esta catedral, finalizada en 1891, sigue siendo un faro de fe para los católicos vietnamitas. 
También visitamos a las Hermanas Religiosas de los Amantes de la Santa Cruz de Phat Diem, una próspera comunidad de casi 500 
hermanas. Fue realmente conmovedor presenciar su devoción y compartir una comida con ellas. La presencia de tantas hermanas 
jóvenes en formación es un testimonio de la fortaleza y el crecimiento de la Iglesia en Vietnam.  

Esta noche nos quedamos en la ciudad de Nam Dinh y mañana visitaremos la diócesis de Bui Chu, una de las diócesis más antiguas 
de Vietnam. También exploraremos el famoso pueblo católico de instrumentos de viento, donde los artesanos fabrican instrumentos 
que se utilizan en la música religiosa en todo el país.

Su hospitalidad, amabilidad y cuidado hacia nosotros han sido verdaderamente           
conmovedores. Este viaje ha fortalecido mi aprecio por la vitalidad de la fe católica en Vietnam y la espiritualidad profundamente 
arraigada de su gente. Espero poder compartir más sobre el resto de nuestra peregrinación en el próximo número de nuestro Boletín 
Parroquial.
