his Wednesday, March 5, 2025, we will gather for Ash Wednesday, marking
the beginning of the Sacred Season of our 40-day Lenten journey. The Season
4 invites us to draw closer to God through prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. Lent is a
| time of reflection and renewal, calling us to prepare our hearts for the glorious
S celebration of Easter by deepening our relationship with Christ. The penitential
% character of Ash Wednesday is emphasized in two distinct ways: the imposition of
ashes and the practices of fasting and abstinence.

The Meaning of Ashes. When the ashes are placed on our foreheads, we hear the
words: “Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return.” or “Repent and
believe in the Gospel.” These ashes are a symbol of humility and repentance,
% reminding us of our mortality and our need for God’s mercy. They call us to turn
{ away from sin and to embrace the Gospel with renewed fervor.

¥ Fasting and Abstinence. On Ash Wednesday, we are called to fast and abstain from
| meat as an act of penance. Fasting means eating only one full meal during the day,
f with the option of two smaller meals that together do not equal a full meal. All
Catholics aged 18 to 59 are required to observe this practice, unless health or other
= serious reasons excuse them.

Abstinence means refraining from eating meat and applies to Catholics aged 14 and older. This practice is also observed
on all Fridays of Lent. These acts of self-denial are not mere rituals but expressions of our willingness to detach
ourselves from worldly comforts in order to grow closer to Christ.

Fasting reminds us of our dependence on God and sharpens our spiritual hunger for His presence. Abstinence unites us
as a community of believers, offering small sacrifices in solidarity with Christ’s ultimate sacrifice on the Cross.

A Time to Begin Again. Ash Wednesday sets the tone for our Lenten journey. It invites us to embrace simplicity, prayer,
and charity. As we receive the ashes and enter into this sacred season, let us open our hearts to God’s grace and strive to
walk more closely with Him.

Lenten Evenings of Reflection and Reconciliation. This Lent, we invite all parishioners to join us for our Lenten Eve-
nings of Reflection, followed by a Communal Rite of Reconciliation and Individual Confessions. These evenings are an
opportunity to pause, reflect, and encounter God’s boundless love and mercy through the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

Monday, March 17: Lenten Evenings of Reflection and Reconciliation: Spanish at 6:30 PM
Tuesday, March 18: Lenten Evenings of Reflection and Reconciliation: English at 6:30 PM
Thursday, March 20: Lenten Evenings of Reflection and Reconciliation: Vietnamese at 6:30 PM

Each evening begins with a spiritual reflection to prepare our hearts and minds for confession, followed by the
Communal Rite of Reconciliation and Individual Confessions. We have invited a sufficient number of priests to hear
confessions, ensuring everyone has the chance to receive the healing grace of this sacrament.

The season of Lent calls us to examine our lives, repent of our sins, and turn back to God. There is no greater way to
experience His love and forgiveness than through Reconciliation. Please take this opportunity to encounter the Lord’s
mercy and start anew this Lent.

May this Lent be a time of transformation for each of us, as we seek to renew our faith, strengthen our hope, and deepen
our love. Let us journey together, united in prayer, as we prepare to celebrate the joy of Easter. We look forward to
seeing you and walking this journey of faith together!

Estas cenizas son un simbolo de humildad y arrepentimiento, que
nos recuerdan nuestra mortalidad y nuestra necesidad de la misericordia de Dios. Nos llaman a alejarnos del pecado y
abrazar el Evangelio con renovado fervor.

Ayuno y abstinencia. El Miércoles de Ceniza, estamos llamados a ayunar y abstenernos de comer carne como un acto de
penitencia. El ayuno significa comer solo una comida completa durante el dia, con la opcion de dos comidas mas peque-
fias que juntas no equivalen a una comida completa. Todos los catdlicos de 18 a 59 afos deben observar esta practica, a
menos que la salud u otras razones graves los excusen.

La abstinencia significa abstenerse de comer carne y se aplica a los catélicos de 14 afios o mas. Esta practica también se
observa todos los viernes de Cuaresma. Estos actos de abnegacion no son meros rituales, sino expresiones de nuestra
voluntad de desprendernos de las comodidades mundanas para acercarnos mas a Cristo.

El ayuno nos recuerda nuestra dependencia de Dios y agudiza nuestra hambre espiritual de Su presencia. La abstinencia
nos une como comunidad de creyentes, ofreciendo pequefios sacrificios en solidaridad con el sacrificio maximo de
Cristo en la Cruz.

Un tiempo para comenzar de nuevo. El Miércoles de Ceniza marca el tono de nuestro camino cuaresmal. Nos invita a
abrazar la sencillez, la oracion y la caridad.
