Entering the Desert with Christ

ith our celebration of Ash Wednesday last week, we began the holy season of Lent. The
Church invites us this Sunday to reflect on Jesus’s time in the desert, where He was
tempted by the devil. Our Gospel this Sunday from Luke (4:1-13) reminds us that Jesus, though
- fully divine, also experienced human struggles, including temptation. By entering the desert,
E Jesus shows us how to confront the challenges of life with faith, obedience, and trust in God.
AN Three Temptations: Lessons for Us. The devil tempts Jesus in three ways:

® The Temptation of Bread — “If you are the Son of God, turn this stone into bread.” This
represents the temptations of the flesh—our physical desires, hunger, and cravings. How often
do we seek comfort in material things rather than in God? We try to fill our hunger with things
that do not truly satisfy—food, wealth, pleasure—yet Jesus reminds us, “Man does not live by
bread alone” (Deut. 8:3). This Lent, we are called to fast, not just from food but from anything
that distracts us from God.

® The Temptation of Power and Glory — “1 will give you all the kingdoms of the world if you worship me.” This is
the temptation of ambition and control—the desire for status, power, or recognition. The world often tells us that
success and influence bring happiness, but Jesus rejects this lie. True greatness is found not in power but in humility
and service. This Lenten season, let us practice almsgiving by giving money and sharing our time, talents, and love
with those in need.
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®  The Temptation to Test God — “Throw yourself down from the temple, and God’s angels will save you.” This is the
temptation of presumption—demanding proof from God or expecting Him to serve our will. Sometimes, we treat
faith as a transaction: “God, if You love me, do this for me.” But Jesus shows us that true faith means trusting in
God’s plan even when we don’t see immediate results. This Lent, we are called to pray more deeply, not just asking
God for favors but seeking a real relationship with Him.

Our Need of the Grace and Power of God. Temptation often seems to target the very places where we feel weak
because our human nature, affected by sin, has vulnerabilities that can be exploited. In Christian understanding, our
fallen state means that we are naturally inclined toward self-interest and separation from God. The devil, as a tempter,
seeks to draw us away from God’s love and purpose by highlighting these weaknesses—whether it’s our need for
validation, fear, pride, or other vulnerabilities.

Scripture reminds us in 1 Corinthians 10:13 that while temptations are common, God is faithful and will not allow us to
be tempted beyond what we can bear. This passage reassures us that even though the devil may use our weaknesses,
God provides the grace and strength we need to overcome them. Each time we resist temptation, we are given the
opportunity to grow in our faith and become more resilient.

In essence, the presence of temptation in our weaknesses is not an indication of failure but a reminder of our need for
continual reliance on God’s grace, prayer, and the support of our community. Through this struggle, we learn to trust
more deeply in God’s provision and to become more aware of the ways we can seek His help in transforming our
vulnerabilities into strengths.

The Desert Prepares Us for Easter. Lent is a time to enter the desert with Jesus, stripping away distractions and renew-
ing our hearts. Through prayer, fasting, and almsgiving, we strengthen our souls and resist temptation. Like Jesus, we
rely on God’s Word and trust that He alone is our refuge and strength. May this Lent be a time of deep conversion so
that when Easter comes, we may rise with Christ, renewed in faith and love.

Entrando al desierto con Cristo

Con nuestra celebracion del Miércoles de Ceniza la semana pasada,
comenzamos el tiempo sagrado de la Cuaresma. La Iglesia nos
invita este domingo a reflexionar sobre el tiempo que Jesus paso en el
desierto, donde fue tentado por el diablo. Nuestro Evangelio de este
domingo de Lucas (4:1-13) nos recuerda que Jesus, aunque plenamente
divino, también experiment6 luchas humanas, incluida la tentacion. Al
entrar en el desierto, Jesis nos muestra como enfrentar los desafios de
la vida con fe, obediencia y confianza en Dios.

Tres tentaciones: lecciones para nosotros. El diablo tienta a Jesus de
tres maneras:

1. La tentacion del pan: “Si eres Hijo de Dios, convierte esta piedra en
pan”. Esto representa las tentaciones de la carne: nuestros deseos fisi-
cos, hambre y antojos. ;Con qué frecuencia buscamos consuelo en las
cosas materiales en lugar de en Dios? Tratamos de saciar nuestra ham-
bre con cosas que no satisfacen verdaderamente (comida, riqueza, pla-
cer), pero Jesus nos recuerda: “No solo de pan vive el hombre” (Deut.
8:3). Esta Cuaresma, estamos llamados a ayunar, no sélo de comida,
sino de todo lo que nos distraiga de Dios.

2. La tentacion del poder y la gloria: “Te daré todos los reinos del DE LA CUARESMA

mundo si me adoras”. Esta es la tentacion de la ambicion y el control: e s i iy conducido por
el deseo de estatus, poder o reconocimiento. El mundo a menudo nos ol mismo Espiritu, se interno en el desierto, donde permanecié
dice que el éxito y la influencia traen felicidad, pero Jestis rechaza esta e P ecemenialed 12
mentira. La verdadera grandeza no se encuentra en el poder, sino en la
humildad y el servicio. Esta Cuaresma practiquemos la limosna, no so6lo dando dinero, sino compartiendo nuestro
tiempo, talentos y amor con los necesitados.
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3. La tentacion de poner a prueba a Dios: “Tirate del templo y los dngeles de Dios te salvaran”. Esta es la tentacion
de la presuncion: exigir pruebas de Dios o esperar que El sirva a nuestra voluntad. A veces, tratamos la fe como una
transaccion: “Dios, si me amas, haz esto por mi”. Pero Jestis nos muestra que la verdadera fe significa confiar en el plan
de Dios incluso cuando no vemos resultados inmediatos. Esta Cuaresma, estamos llamados a orar mas profundamente,
no solo pidiendo favores a Dios sino buscando una relacion real con El.

Nuestra necesidad de la Gracia y el Poder de Dios. La tentacion a menudo parece apuntar a los lugares donde nos
sentimos débiles porque nuestra naturaleza humana, afectada por el pecado, tiene vulnerabilidades que pueden ser
explotadas. En la comprension cristiana, nuestro estado caido significa que estamos naturalmente inclinados al interés
propio y a la separacion de Dios. El diablo, como tentador, busca alejarnos del amor y el propoésito de Dios resaltando
estas debilidades, ya sea nuestra necesidad de validacion, miedo, orgullo u otras vulnerabilidades.

Las Escrituras nos recuerdan en 1 Corintios 10:13 que si bien las tentaciones son comunes, Dios es fiel y no permitira
que seamos tentados mas alla de lo que podemos soportar. Este pasaje nos asegura que, aunque el diablo puede usar
nuestras debilidades, Dios nos da la gracia y la fuerza que necesitamos para vencerlas. Cada vez que resistimos la tenta-
cion, se nos da la oportunidad de crecer en nuestra fe y volvernos mas resilientes.

En esencia, la presencia de la tentacion en nuestras debilidades no es una indicacion de fracaso, sino un recordatorio de
nuestra necesidad de confiar continuamente en la gracia de Dios, la oracion y el apoyo de nuestra comunidad. A través
de esta lucha, aprendemos a confiar mas profundamente en la provision de Dios y a ser mas conscientes de las formas
en que podemos buscar su ayuda para transformar nuestras vulnerabilidades en fortalezas.

El desierto nos prepara para la Pascua. La Cuaresma es un tiempo para entrar en el desierto con Jesus, despojandonos
de las distracciones y renovando nuestros corazones. A través de la oracion, el ayuno y la limosna, fortalecemos
nuestras almas y resistimos la tentacién. Como Jesus, confiamos en la Palabra de Dios y confiamos en que solo El es
nuestro refugio y fortaleza. Que esta Cuaresma sea un tiempo de profunda conversion, para que cuando llegue la
Pascua, podamos resucitar con Cristo, renovados en la fe y el amor.

Sigo haciendo un llamamiento a todos los que ain no han participado, ya que el pre-
supuesto para nuestro Proyecto de Renovacion del Santuario y la Iglesia ha aumentado y ahora supera los $1,000,000.00. Este au-
mento se debe a factores que estan fuera de nuestro control, incluida la necesidad de reconstruir el escenario del santuario, realizar
reparaciones y eliminar el asbesto en el piso, asi como cumplir con los requisitos adicionales establecidos por la Ciudad de Milpitas.

We are now on the fifth week of the 10-week Active Phase of this year’s Annual Diocesan Appeal. I am very happy to inform you
that we have already surpassed our $147,451 Diocesan Assessment for this year’s appeal. We have raised a total of $155,562.30
from 237 Households/Families. This represents approximately 51.85% of our $300,000 Parish Goal. Last year 612 Households/
