ear Parishioners,

Our life experience teaches us that whenever we embark on something new,
whether it’s building a home, a garage, or an extension of our house, we do our best to
estimate costs carefully, ensuring the project is both feasible and affordable. In the same
way, our parish has worked diligently to plan and fund the renovation of our Church

to all.

| For the past three years, we have dedicated the rebates from the Annual Diocesan
Appeal (ADA), proceeds from our Summer Parish Festivals, and fundraising efforts by
ChurCh PROGRESS our various ethnic communities to this important project. Our goal has been to create a

sanctuary that enhances both aesthetics and functionality, including improving accessi-
Sanctuary REPO RT bility for people with disabilities and concealing the two doors leading to the Blessed
Sacrament Chapel and Sacristy.

Project

To achieve this, we consulted with TOPA Architects, whose main office is located in
the Diocesan Chancery Building. After extensive consultations and review of multiple
designs, we selected one that best complements the architecture and cultural identity of our Church. This design then had to go
through multiple levels of approval, including the Art and Environment Commission, the Diocesan Building Committee, the Bish-
op’s Cabinet, and ultimately, the Bishop himself. Only after these thorough deliberations were completed could we proceed with
securing city permits and soliciting construction bids.

As we submitted the project to the City of Milpitas for approval, we encountered additional requirements, including making our
restrooms ADA-compliant and upgrading parts of our parking lot. Once final approvals were obtained, the project was sent out for
bids. Four construction companies participated in the walkthrough, and after careful consideration, Iron Construction was selected to
begin work. Construction officially started in the second week of February.

As with many large-scale projects, unexpected challenges arose. Additional elements were incorporated into the renovation, includ-
ing enhancements to the vestibule, cry room, and maintenance room at the church entrance.

During the process, after removing the carpet and pad from the stage, we discovered that the structure was not strong enough to
support tile due to excessive flexing. As a result, a full rebuild was necessary to meet structural requirements. Additionally, the new
sanctuary design partially obstructed the choir’s view, making it essential to extend the stage as part of the reconstruction, further
increasing costs to ensure compliance with building codes.

Upon inspecting the flooring, we also identified asbestos-containing mastic, requiring professional abatement, which added to the
overall expense. Furthermore, after the stage was removed, additional cracks in the concrete floor were discovered. Based on these
findings, the inspector recommended further investigation to determine the proper method for repairing the cracks, adding another
consideration to the project scope.

These unexpected costs have significantly exceeded our original budget and extended the period of the construction, further extend-
ing the time for completion of our major construction project. Rather than leaving the project incomplete due to financial
constraints, I consulted with our bookkeeper and Finance Chairperson about temporarily using parish reserves, with the hope that we
can replenish these funds through future fundraising efforts.

This is why I am making an earnest appeal to every household in our parish: Please participate in this year’s Annual Diocesan
Appeal. We have already met the Diocesan Assessment, which means that every additional donation will be rebated back to our
parish, directly benefiting our Church and Sanctuary Renovation Project. Your generosity will ensure that we complete this project
and provide a sacred space that serves our entire community for generations to come. It will also help replenish the reserves that
have to be allocated to our project.

Let us all work together to make this renovation project completed. This is not only for us but for the generations to come. We
entrust our efforts to the intercession of St. Joseph, the carpenter, and our patron, St. Elizabeth. May they guide us with wisdom and
perseverance as we continue this important work. With gratitude,

Informe de Progreso sobre el Proyecto

del Santuario de la Iglesia

Estimados feligreses:

Nuestra experiencia de vida nos ensefia que siempre que emprendemos algo
nuevo, ya sea construir una casa, un garaje o una ampliacion de nuestra casa,
hacemos todo lo posible por calcular los costos con cuidado, asegurandonos de
que el proyecto sea factible y asequible. De la misma manera, nuestra parroquia £
ha trabajado diligentemente para planificar y financiar la renovacion de nuestro
Santuario de la Iglesia, esforzandose por lograr un espacio de culto mas bello y
funcional que sea accesible para todos.

Durante los ultimos tres afios, hemos dedicado los reembolsos de la Campaiia 7/
Diocesana Anual (ADA), las ganancias de nuestros Festivales Parroquiales de Proyecto
Verano y los esfuerzos de recaudacion de fondos de nuestras diversas comunida-

des étnicas a este importante proyecto. Nuestro objetivo ha sido crear un santuario del
que mejore tanto la estética como la funcionalidad, incluida la mejora de la
accesibilidad para personas con discapacidades y la ocultacion de las dos puertas S antu ario
que conducen a la Capilla del Santisimo Sacramento y la Sacristia.

PROGRESO

de la Iglesia

Para lograrlo, consultamos con TOPA Architects, cuya oficina principal se
encuentra en el Edificio de la Cancilleria Diocesana. Después de extensas consul-
tas y revision de multiples disefios, seleccionamos uno que mejor complementa la arquitectura y la identidad cultural de nuestra
Iglesia. Este disefio tuvo que pasar por varios niveles de aprobacion, incluida la Comision de Arte y Medio Ambiente, el Comité
Diocesano de Construccion, el Gabinete del Obispo y, en ultima instancia, el Obispo mismo. Solo después de que se completaron
estas deliberaciones exhaustivas pudimos proceder a obtener los permisos de la ciudad.

Cuando presentamos el proyecto a la Ciudad de Milpitas para su aprobacion, nos encontramos con requisitos adicionales, que
incluian hacer que nuestros bafios cumplieran con la ADA y mejorar partes de nuestro estacionamiento. Una vez que se obtuvieron
las aprobaciones finales, el proyecto se envid a licitacion. Cuatro empresas de construccion participaron en el recorrido y, después
de una cuidadosa consideracion, se selecciono a Iron Construction para comenzar a trabajar. La construccion comenzo oficialmente
en la segunda semana de febrero.

Al igual que con muchos proyectos a gran escala, surgieron desafios inesperados. Se incorporaron elementos adicionales a la
renovacion, incluidas mejoras en el vestibulo, la sala de llanto y la sala de mantenimiento en la entrada de la iglesia.

Durante el proceso, después de quitar la alfombra y el relleno del escenario, descubrimos que la estructura no era lo suficientemente
fuerte como para soportar las baldosas debido a una flexion excesiva. Como resultado, fue necesaria una reconstruccion completa
para cumplir con los requisitos estructurales. Ademas, el nuevo disefio del santuario obstruia parcialmente la vista del coro, por lo
que era esencial ampliar el escenario como parte de la reconstruccion, lo que aumenté aiin mas los costos para garantizar el
cumplimiento de los codigos de construccion.

Al inspeccionar el piso, también identificamos masilla que contenia asbesto, que requeria una eliminacion profesional, lo que se
sumo al gasto general. Ademas, después de quitar el escenario, se descubrieron grietas adicionales en el piso de concreto. Con base
en estos hallazgos, el inspector recomendd una investigacion adicional para determinar el método adecuado para reparar las grietas,
lo que agrego otra consideracion al alcance del proyecto.

Estos costos inesperados han excedido significativamente nuestro presupuesto original y han extendido el periodo de construccion,
lo que extiende aun mas el tiempo para completar nuestro importante proyecto de construccion. En lugar de dejar el proyecto
incompleto debido a limitaciones financieras, consulté con nuestro contador y presidente de finanzas sobre el uso temporal de las
reservas de la parroquia, con la esperanza de que podamos reponer estos fondos a través de futuros esfuerzos de recaudacion de fon-
dos.

Es por eso por lo que hago un llamado sincero a todos los hogares de nuestra parroquia: por favor, participen en la Campafia Dioce-
sana Anual de este afio. Ya hemos cumplido con la Cuota Diocesana, lo que significa que cada donacion adicional se reembolsara a
nuestra parroquia, beneficiando directamente a nuestro Proyecto de Renovacion de la Iglesia y el Santuario. Su generosidad garanti-
zara que completemos este proyecto y proporcionemos un espacio sagrado que sirva a toda nuestra comunidad para las generaciones
venideras. También ayudara a reponer las reservas que deben asignarse a nuestro proyecto.
