April 6, 2025 Fifth Sunday of Lent

As we enter the final week of Lent and prepare to celebrate Palm Sunday next week-
end, I want to invite you to a truly special diocesan event that embodies our unity
as the People of God - the Diocesan Chrism Mass. This sacred liturgy will take place on
Tuesday, April 8, 2025, at our Cathedral Basilica of Saint Joseph in downtown San Jose.

The Chrism Mass is a profound moment in the life of our Diocese. It is also a powerful
symbol of the unity of our Diocesan Church. The Mass also includes the renewal of
priestly promises, reminding us of the bond between us priests and our bishop as we
serve the faithful. During this Mass, Bishop Oscar Cantt will bless the holy oils that will
be used throughout the coming year in every parish of our diocese. These Holy Oils are:

1. The Oil of the Sick - used to anoint those who are ill, bringing them the healing and
comfort of Christ.

especially our Catechumens who will be welcomed into the Church at the Easter Vigil.
3. The Sacred Chrism - a fragrant oil used in the sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation,
and Holy Orders, as well as in the dedication of churches and altars.

These holy oils are essential in the sacramental life of our parish and every parish in the diocese. After they are
blessed, they will be brought back to our parish and to be used in the sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, Anointing
of the Sick, and Holy Orders. They will be processed solemnly at the beginning of the Mass of the Last Supper on Holy
Thursday, ushering the start of the Holy Triduum. They will also be presented during the Easter Vigil, symbolizing our
connection to the greater diocesan Church.

This celebration holds particular significance during this Jubilee Year of Hope. As the oils are blessed and consecrated,
we are reminded that the sacraments they touch bring healing, strength, and the indwelling of the Holy Spirit. In this
Jubilee Year, we are especially called to be agents of hope and renewal, just as the sacraments renew and strengthen us
in our Christian journey.

The Mass of Chrism is open to all. I especially encourage our Catechumens in this year’s Order of Christian Initiation
for Adults (OCIA) Class, along with all our Catechists, Parish Leaders, and a good representation from the three major
ethnic communities in our Parish: English (Filipinos, Caucasians, Europeans), Vietnamese and Hispanic to attend this
beautiful liturgy. Your presence is a sign of our parish’s unity with the diocesan Church, and it will be a powerful
experience of faith as you witness the blessing of the oils that will be used in the sacraments of initiation.

As we draw closer to Holy Week—the holiest week of the year—I invite everyone to participate fully in our parish
liturgical celebrations, including the Way of the Cross, the Taizé Prayers before the Holy Cross, the profound liturgies
of the Solemn Triduum and the Morning Prayers and Spiritual Reflections from Holy Thursday to Holy Saturday. Let
us prepare our hearts to journey with Christ from His Passion to His glorious Resurrection.

May this week be a time of reflection, renewal, and deepening of our faith as we anticipate the hope and joy of Easter.
As always, you are in my thoughts and prayers.
