Confirmation, they are sealed with the Holy Spirit; and through the Eucharist, they receive the Body and Blood of
Christ for the first time. As we witness their joy, we are reminded of our own baptismal call, which we renew in this
sacred season.

Easter is not just a day but a season—fifty days of celebrating the new life we have in Christ. How, then, can we live the
spirit of Easter, especially in this Jubilee Year of Hope? We are called to be witnesses of the Resurrection in our daily
lives. Let us carry the light of Christ to those who are struggling, bring hope to those in despair, and share the joy of the
Gospel with all we encounter. In our families, workplaces, and communities, let us be people of Easter—people of
hope, love, and faith.
