It was
a night filled with prayer, vision, and heartfelt commitment for the future of our Church.

A few weekends ago, | wrote in this bulletin about the significance of this cam-

paign - an ambitious and spirit-filled initiative to raise $62 million across the Dio-

cese of San Jose. But more than dollars and figures, this campaign is about some-
thing much deeper. It is about strengthening our parishes, deepening our life of prayer and worship, and ensuring that
Christ’s love continues to radiate to all corners of Santa Clara County. All 54 parishes and missions in our Diocese are
united in this endeavor. Together, we are saying “yes” to the Lord’s call to build up His Church for the next generation.

Our own Saint Elizabeth Parish has been chosen as one of the four Pilot Parishes to begin this sacred work. This is both
an honor and a responsibility. We are being called not only to lead, but to model what it means to give generously,
courageously, and joyfully. This campaign is not just about fundraising - it is about faith-raising. It is an invitation to
every Catholic, every parishioner, and every household who considers Saint Elizabeth their spiritual home to become
stewards of our shared future.

The campaign is titled Sowing the Seeds of Faith, and what a beautiful image that is. Seeds are small, sometimes
unnoticed, but full of potential. When planted in faith, they grow - sometimes slowly and quietly - but always with
purpose. And one day, those seeds blossom into something that gives shade, fruit, and life to others. That is the hope of
this campaign: to sow now, so that others may reap later.

We live in a time when many are hungry - not just physically, but spiritually. People are searching for meaning, commu-
nity, and connection with God. Through this campaign, we have the opportunity to respond to that hunger. By giving of
our time, talent, and treasure, we are investing in the spiritual renewal of our parish and the Diocese. We are saying,
“We believe the Church matters. We believe the future is worth building.”

In the coming weeks, I, together with the dedicated members of our Campaign Advisory Committee, will be meeting
with families and households to share the vision and purpose of this campaign. These meetings are not about pressure -
they are about partnership. They are about listening, understanding, and discerning how each of us is being called to
participate. | humbly ask that when you receive an invitation, you respond with openness and prayer.

The Gospel this Sunday, from Luke 12:49-53, is both powerful and unsettling. Jesus says to His disciples, “I have come
to set the earth on fire, and how I wish it were already blazing!” What a passionate cry from the heart of our Savior! He
desires a Church that is alive, a faith that is bold, a people whose hearts are burning with love for Him. He is not
speaking of destruction, but of purification, transformation, and the fire of the Holy Spirit.

This is the fire we need in our parish today. The fire that awakens us from complacency. The fire that moves us from
hesitation to commitment. The fire that ignites generosity, unity, and mission. The fire that leads us to dream not only of
what the Church is today, but what it can become tomorrow.

Dear friends, Saint Elizabeth Parish is a vibrant, multi-ethnic, and faith-filled community. We have seen so much
already - renovations, ministries, outreach, new altar servers, new catechists, and so many signs of hope and life. But we
are not finished. The Lord is asking us to step forward once again - not out of obligation, but out of gratitude for all that
He has done for us. Let us pray that the fire Jesus speaks of in the Gospel may blaze in our hearts. Let us sow seeds of
faith, not just for today, but for future generations. And may our sacrifices, united in love, bring forth a harvest that
glorifies God and strengthens His Church.
