My dear family of Saint Elizabeth,

Last Saturday morning, August 23, as the sun was just rising, | sat in prayer with the Liturgy of the
Hours. My heart was quiet, turned to God, when suddenly my phone rang. On the caller ID
appeared the words: “Apostolic Nunciature.” My first reaction was to let it go to voicemail - I
thought, surely, it could wait. But something in me relented, and I answered.

To my great astonishment, it was His Eminence Christophe Cardinal Pierre, Apostolic Nuncio to
the United States, calling to convey the mind of the Holy Father, Pope Leo XIV. With fatherly gen-
tleness, he informed me that the Holy Father intends to appoint me Auxiliary Bishop of the Diocese of San José. You
can imagine my shock, my unworthiness, and the flood of emotions I felt in that moment. This was not a call I
expected—nor one I ever presumed to receive. Cardinal Pierre encouraged me to speak with our Bishop, Most Reverend
Oscar Cantu. Later in the evening, I shared with him what had taken place. With his fatherly wisdom and encourage-
ment, together with the prayerful guidance of my Spiritual Director, I reached a place of peace in my heart to say “yes.”
In all humility, I have accepted this call, trusting not in my own strength but in God’s grace.

I wrote letters to both the Holy Father and to the Apostolic Nuncio expressing my acceptance. In my letter to Pope Leo
X1V, I expressed my profound gratitude for the confidence he has shown in me. I assured him, as [ now assure you, that
I place myself fully at the service of Christ and His Church. The Official Announcement from the Vatican Press Office
was made just today at noon, Rome time. Although I knew it since last Saturday, I could not yet speak publicly. I with-
held this from you until now, my beloved parish family, the joy and trembling of this moment.

When I arrived at Saint Elizabeth of Portugal Parish, I felt immediately that I had come home. In these years, we have
walked together as a family - celebrating the sacraments, accompanying one another in joys and in sorrows, and labor-
ing together in the vineyard of the Lord. We have seen dreams take flesh, such as the renovation and blessing of our
beautiful church, and many have embraced diocesan efforts like the Sowing Seeds of Faith Capital Campaign with
generous hearts. You, my parishioners, have been my teachers. You have taught me the strength of faith in adversity,
the warmth of welcome in diversity, and the courage to hope even in uncertain times. If I can now serve the wider
Church of San José, it is because you have formed me in the school of love and service here at Saint Elizabeth.

The role of an Auxiliary Bishop is to assist our diocesan Bishop, to be his co-worker in shepherding the People of God.
Bishop Cantu remains our Chief Shepherd, and I will continue to serve under his paternal guidance. While new respon-
sibilities will undoubtedly come, I remain, at heart, your pastor and your brother. I promise to continue walking with
you as much as possible, even as my service now expands to the whole Diocese. This appointment is not a promotion,
but a deeper call to service. A bishop’s miter is not a crown of honor but a reminder of the Cross; the crosier is not a
staff of power but a sign of shepherding God’s flock. I ask you, therefore, not to see this as a change of relationship but
as an invitation for us all to grow in fidelity to the mission of Christ.

I ask, most of all, for your prayers. Pray that [ may be faithful, humble, and courageous in this new ministry. Pray that I
may never lose the heart of a pastor, and that [ may remain close to the poor, the sick, the young, the elderly, and all
who are searching for God. Pray that I may have the wisdom to listen, the strength to persevere, and the joy to proclaim
Christ with conviction. And know that I pray constantly for you. I carry you in my heart, just as I carried you in my
prayer when I answered that unexpected phone call. This moment belongs not to me alone but to all of us. For when one
member of the Body is called, the whole Body is blessed. I will keep you informed of the date of my Episcopal Ordina-
tion and the Oath of Fidelity and the Evening Prayer the evening prior to that. I would love you all to please join me.

Sowing the Seeds of Faith at Saint Elizabeth Parish:

Key Investment Opportunities from the Capital Campaign

s part of the Diocese of San Jose’s Sowing the Seeds of Faith

Capital Campaign, Saint Elizabeth Parish will receive 50% of all
funds raised here at our parish. Guided by our mission, the Diocesan
Pastoral Plan, and the needs of our growing community, we have
prayerfully discerned four Key Investment Opportunities that will
shape the future of our parish for years to come. These initiatives are
bold, forward-looking, and rooted in our commitment to form
disciples, foster community, and reach those in need.

1. Youth and Young Adult Formation — Sowing Seeds of the Future.
Our young people are not just the Church of tomorrow—they are the
Church of today. Through Sowing Seeds of the Future, we will invest
in the leadership, faith formation, and engagement of youth and young
adults so they can be active contributors to parish life now and in the years ahead. This initiative will provide leadership
academies, service-learning projects, annual Bible camps, youth rallies, sports tournaments, and mentorship programs
pairing young leaders with experienced parish mentors. Funds will provide program materials, scholarships, speakers,
and event support. The long-term goal is to inspire vocations, build a culture of missionary discipleship, and ensure that
our young people remain connected to their faith and parish community.

2. Adult Faith Formation — Sowing Seeds of Wisdom. Faith formation is a lifelong journey, and Sowing Seeds of
Wisdom will deepen the knowledge and love of God’s Word among our adult parishioners. This investment will expand
Bible studies, host local and national guest speakers, and build a parish media outreach through livestreaming, podcasts,
and multilingual resources. We will also provide simultaneous translation equipment so that all parishioners—English,
Spanish, Vietnamese, and more—can learn together. Funds will be used for qualified instructors, technology upgrades,
faith resources, and speaker stipends. Our goal is to form mature, confident Catholics who can witness to the Gospel in
every aspect of their lives.

3. Outreach and Hospitality — Sowing Seeds of Mercy. Jesus met people where they were, offering mercy, welcome,
and personal care. Sowing Seeds of Mercy will strengthen our outreach to families, homebound seniors, bereaved
parishioners, and those who feel disconnected from the Church. We will create “Life Moments Outreach Teams” to
follow up with families after sacraments, offer stewardship onboarding for new parishioners, and expand our hospitality
events such as monthly after-Mass gatherings. Our Ministry to the Homebound will provide regular visits, social events,
and transportation assistance, while special outreach will be made to those experiencing bereavement or immigration
challenges. Funds will support training, materials, hospitality supplies, and part-time coordination. The vision is to make
Saint Elizabeth a parish known for radical welcome and compassionate presence.

4. Family Activity Center — Sowing Seeds of Community. Our final initiative is a bold step toward the future—a seed
investment for the construction of a Parish Family Activity Center. While our renovated church serves as a beautiful
place of worship, we currently lack a large space to gather for parish-wide events, conferences, youth rallies, and
celebrations. This new center would accommodate at least 700 people, with flexible meeting spaces, a full kitchen,
audiovisual capabilities, and areas for both faith formation and recreation. Fifty percent of our parish share from the
campaign will go toward this fund, covering early planning, feasibility studies, and initial architectural designs. The
remainder will be raised through a parish-wide effort, ensuring that every parishioner has a hand in building this home
for our community.

Looking Ahead. These four Key Investment Opportunities—Future, Wisdom, Mercy, and Community—are our
response to the needs of the present and the promise of the future. They touch every corner of parish life: our young and
old, our worship and formation, our hospitality and outreach, and our vision for a parish campus that fully serves our
mission. Through the Sowing the Seeds of Faith Capital Campaign, we are not simply raising funds—we are planting
seeds. Seeds of leadership in our youth. Seeds of knowledge in our adults. Seeds of compassion in our outreach. Seeds
of unity in a center where we can gather as one family. These seeds will, with God’s grace, grow into a harvest of faith,
service, and community that will bless Saint Elizabeth Parish for generations.

I invite every parishioner to join me in prayer, discernment, and sacrificial giving for this campaign. The impact will go
far beyond buildings and programs; it will shape lives, strengthen faith, and build the Kingdom of God here in Milpitas.
Together, let us sow generously, water faithfully, and trust in the Lord of the harvest.

También proveeremos equipos de traduccion
simultanea para que todos los feligreses—en inglés, espafiol, vietnamita y otros idiomas—puedan aprender juntos. Los fondos se
usaran para contratar instructores, mejorar la tecnologia, adquirir recursos de fe y cubrir honorarios de conferencistas. Nuestra meta
es formar catdlicos maduros y confiados que puedan dar testimonio del Evangelio en todos los &mbitos de su vida.

3. Alcance y Hospitalidad — Sembrando Semillas de Misericordia. Jesus salio al encuentro de las personas, ofreciendo misericor-
dia, acogida y atencion personal. Sembrando Semillas de Misericordia fortalecera nuestro alcance a familias, ancianos en casa,
feligreses en duelo y a aquellos que se sienten desconectados de la Iglesia. Crearemos “Equipos de Alcance para Momentos de
Vida” que daran seguimiento a las familias después de los sacramentos, ofreceremos orientacion en mayordomia para nuevos feli-
greses y ampliaremos nuestros eventos de hospitalidad, como las convivencias mensuales después de Misa.
