HEALS US The Feast of the Exaltation of the Cross is not simply about looking at a piece of
’ 'u f | wood lifted high—it is about recognizing how Jesus transformed the darkest moment
of human history into the brightest light of redemption. In the Cross, we see the depth
' of God’s love and the measure of Christ’s self-giving. It is a love that saves, a love
that heals, a love that calls us to carry our own crosses with faith and perseverance.

How fitting, then, that on this Sunday we also recognize and honor those in our parish who carry the Cross of Christ in
their own unique way through their ministry. Today, we present the Saint Paul VI Awards to those celebrating
milestones in liturgical ministry, and the Pius X Awards to those celebrating milestones as catechists in the ministry of
faith formation.

The Saint Paul VI Awards remind us of the great dignity of worship. In every parish, the Mass is the center and summit
of our Catholic life. But what would happen to our liturgy without those who serve so faithfully week after week? With-
out the ushers who welcome us at the doors, the altar servers who assist with reverence, the communion ministers who
help distribute the Body and Blood of Christ, the sacristans who quietly prepare all that is needed, and the choir
members and musicians who lift our hearts in song? What would happen without the art and environment ministers who
beautify our worship space, the launderers who lovingly care for altar linens, and the coordinators who keep everything
moving in harmony? Truly, our worship would be diminished. The liturgy shines because of those who give their time,
energy, and talent to serve Christ at the altar.

The Pius X Awards highlight another vital ministry - the ministry of catechesis. Passing on the faith is at the very core
of our mission as Church. Jesus commanded us: “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, teaching them to
observe all that I have commanded you” (Matthew 28:19-20). Catechists make this command a living reality. They
prepare children for the sacraments of Baptism, First Communion, and Confirmation. They walk with couples preparing
for Marriage. They guide adults through the Order of Christian Initiation, welcoming new brothers and sisters into the
Church. They nurture the ongoing faith formation of our youth, helping them to grow not only in knowledge but in
discipleship. Without catechists, the faith would not be handed on. Without catechists, the seeds of belief would remain
unplanted. Without catechists, future generations would not know the love of Christ and the power of His Cross.

Today, then, is a day not only to exalt the Cross of Christ, but to thank God for those who exalt the Cross in the very life
of our parish through their ministry. Our liturgical ministers and catechists remind us that the Cross is not a burden to be
avoided, but a mission to be embraced. Their dedication, often quiet and unseen, is nothing less than a reflection of
Christ’s own self-giving love.

As a pastor, | am deeply grateful for each of you who serve. Your ministry makes our parish alive, prayerful, and
faithful. You help us lift high the Cross every time we gather for Mass, and you help us hand on the Cross to a new
generation every time you teach the faith. May this day inspire all of us—whether award recipients or not—to take up
the Cross with joy, and to live our lives in service of the One who gave His life for us.

Let us exalt the Cross of Christ, and let us give thanks for the many hands and hearts in our parish who help us to live its
saving power.

Pero, ;qué pasaria con nuestra liturgia sin aquellos que sirven con tanta fidelidad
semana tras semana? ;Qué pasaria sin los ujieres que nos reciben en la puerta, los monaguillos que ayudan con reveren-
cia, los ministros de la comunion que nos distribuyen el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo, los sacristanes que preparan todo
lo necesario, y los coros y musicos que elevan nuestro corazén en canto? ;Qué pasaria sin los ministros del arte y
ambiente que embellecen nuestro templo, las personas que lavan con carifio los lienzos del altar, y los coordinadores
que aseguran que todo marche en armonia? Verdaderamente, nuestra liturgia se veria empobrecida. La Misa resplandece
porque hay quienes ofrecen su tiempo, energia y talento al servicio de Cristo en el altar.

Los Premios Pio X destacan otro ministerio esencial: el ministerio de la catequesis. Transmitir la fe esta en el centro
mismo de nuestra misiéon como Iglesia.
