Pray for and Support Our Priests

his weekend, we join the Church across our nation in celebrating Catholic Priest-
hood Sunday. It is a day set aside to honor the men who have responded to God’s
call to serve His people as priests. It is also a time to reflect on the sacred gift of the
priesthood and to remember that behind the collar and the ministry stands a human being,
someone who, like every other person, carries strengths and weaknesses, joys and
sorrows, moments of hope and moments of disappointment.

Priests are often seen as spiritual leaders who are always strong, always available, and
always ready to serve. But the truth is: priests are human. We get tired, we feel hurt, and
at times we experience discouragement. We strive to give our best, but sometimes no
matter what we do, it does not feel like enough. For some, our best efforts may be met
with indifference, criticism, or even rejection. And yet, despite these struggles, priests

continue to stand at the altar, proclaim the Word of God, anoint the sick, reconcile
S U N DAY sinners, and shepherd the flock entrusted to them.

" tax collector, and ordinary individuals with their own faults and failings. Peter denied

Him. Thomas doubted Him. James and John sought places of honor. And yet, through their humanity, God’s grace worked wonders.
So too with every priest today.

Priests carry within them the treasure of the priesthood “in earthen vessels” (2 Corinthians 4:7). They stand in the person of Christ
not because of their personal greatness, but because of God’s grace working through their ordination. The priest may be weak, but
the priesthood is strong, because it is Christ Himself who works through His priests.

In every parish, priests live in the midst of their people. They celebrate baptisms, weddings, and funerals. They visit the sick in hos-
pitals, comfort grieving families, and guide people searching for meaning and hope. Their ministry is not a job with fixed hours—it
is a vocation of love, one that touches the whole of their lives.

Yet, priests cannot carry this mission alone. They need the prayers, encouragement, and support of the communities they serve.
When a priest knows that his parishioners are praying for him, standing with him, and appreciating his efforts, he is strengthened to
persevere in his vocation. Your simple words of encouragement, your patience, your understanding, and your prayers can make all
the difference in a priest’s life.

Think of how Moses grew weary as he held up his staff during battle, and how Aaron and Hur came to support his arms so that he
would not falter (Exodus 17:12). That image is a powerful reminder of how priests need their people. Your support holds us up
when the burdens grow heavy.

On this Catholic Priesthood Sunday, let us remember with gratitude the priests who have touched our lives. Think of the one who
baptized your children, the one who anointed a dying loved one, the one who spent hours preparing your children for their First
Communion or Confirmation, the one who stood with you in your grief, or the one who helped you return to God’s mercy in the
Sacrament of Reconciliation. Behind every priestly act is a man who has given his life so that Christ may be present to His people.

Today, let us make a renewed commitment to pray for our priests. Pray that we may remain faithful to our vocation, joyful in our
service, and strong in times of trial. Pray that we may never lose sight of the immense gift entrusted to us. And please, continue to
encourage and support your priests. A kind word, a gesture of gratitude, or simply the assurance of your prayers can be more uplift-
ing than you can imagine.

The priesthood is not about perfection—it is about service. It is about allowing Christ to shine through our weaknesses so that His
love may reach His people. As we celebrate Catholic Priesthood Sunday, may we as a parish community come together in gratitude,
prayer, and support for all priests. And may we, priests and people alike, walk together toward holiness, helping one another carry
the cross and fixing our eyes always on Jesus, the Eternal High Priest.

October Mass Count

As we approach October, our Diocese will once again conduct
the annual October Mass Count. Overseen by the Office of the
Vicar General and the Chancellor of the Diocese of San Jose,
this important initiative goes far beyond gathering statistics.
The information collected helps the Diocese better understand
how our parishes and communities are growing and changing,
and how we can respond more effectively to the pastoral needs
of our people.

This year’s Mass Counts will take place during all weekend
Masses on October 4-5, 11-12, 18-19, and 25-26. Our Ushers
and Mass Coordinators play a vital role in this process. At the
midpoint of the homily, ushers will carefully count the number
of men and women (ages 13 and up), as well as youth and
children under 13. All liturgical ministers, musicians, and
infants present are also to be included in the tally. Accuracy is
essential—please avoid estimations and ensure the count is
done attentively and with care.

These numbers are not mere data points. Each count represents
a soul, a family, a journey of faith. By approaching this task
with dedication, our parish contributes to the Diocese’s ability
to strengthen ministries, plan for the future, and build a vibrant,
welcoming community rooted in Christ’s love.

We are deeply grateful to all our Ushers and Mass Coordina-
tors for their diligence. Your careful attention ensures that our
parish life is faithfully represented and helps the Diocese of
San Jose serve all God’s people with greater care and vision.

Oremos pory apoyemos a nuestros sacerdotes

Este fin de semana nos unimos a la Iglesia en todo nuestro pais para celebrar
el Domingo del Sacerdocio Catdlico. Es un dia dedicado a honrar a los
hombres que han respondido al llamado de Dios para servir a su pueblo como
sacerdotes. También es un momento para reflexionar sobre el don sagrado del [
sacerdocio y recordar que detras de la sotana y del ministerio se encuentra un -

ser humano: alguien que, como todos los demas, tiene fortalezas y debilidades, |
alegrias y sufrimientos, momentos de esperanza y también de desanimo.

A menudo se ve a los sacerdotes como lideres espirituales que siempre son fuer-
tes, siempre disponibles y siempre dispuestos a servir. Pero la verdad es que los |
sacerdotes somos humanos. Nos cansamos, nos sentimos heridos y, a veces, nos
desanimamos. Nos esforzamos por dar lo mejor, pero en ocasiones, sin importar
lo que hagamos, parece que no es suficiente. Para algunos, nuestros mejores =<~
esfuerzos pueden ser recibidos con indiferencia, criticas o incluso rechazo. Y sin =
embargo, a pesar de estas luchas, los sacerdotes seguimos de pie en el altar,
proclamamos la Palabra de Dios, ungimos a los enfermos, reconciliamos a 1os
pecadores y pastoreamos el rebano que se nos ha confiado.

Cuando Jesus llamo a sus apostoles, no eligid6 hombres perfectos. Escogi(')
pescadores, un recaudador de impuestos y personas comunes con sus propios |
defectos y fallas. Pedro lo negd. Tomas dudé. Santiago y Juan buscaron puestos *
de honor. Y sin embargo, a través de su humanidad, la gracia de Dios obré maravillas. Asi también sucede con cada
sacerdote hoy.

Los sacerdotes llevamos dentro el tesoro del sacerdocio “en vasijas de barro” (2 Corintios 4:7). Actuamos en la persona
de Cristo, no por nuestra grandeza personal, sino por la gracia de Dios que obra a través de la ordenacion. El sacerdote
puede ser débil, pero el sacerdocio es fuerte, porque es Cristo mismo quien actia a través de sus sacerdotes.

En cada parroquia, los sacerdotes viven en medio de su pueblo. Celebran bautismos, bodas y funerales. Visitan a los
enfermos en los hospitales, consuelan a las familias en duelo y acompafan a las personas que buscan sentido y esperan-
za. Su ministerio no es un trabajo con horario fijo: es una vocacion de amor que abarca toda su vida.

Sin embargo, los sacerdotes no pueden llevar adelante esta mision solos. Necesitan de las oraciones, el animo y el
apoyo de las comunidades a las que sirven. Cuando un sacerdote sabe que sus feligreses rezan por él, que lo acompainan
y aprecian sus esfuerzos, encuentra la fuerza para perseverar en su vocacion. Sus palabras sencillas de aliento, su
paciencia, su comprension y sus oraciones pueden marcar toda la diferencia en la vida de un sacerdote.

Recordemos como Moisés se cansaba de sostener en alto su baston durante la batalla, y como Aarén y Jur vinieron a
sostenerle los brazos para que no desfalleciera (Exodo 17:12). Esa imagen es un poderoso recordatorio de como los
sacerdotes necesitan a su pueblo. Su apoyo nos sostiene cuando las cargas se vuelven pesadas.

En este Domingo del Sacerdocio Catolico, recordemos con gratitud a los sacerdotes que han marcado nuestras vidas.
Pensemos en aquel que bautizo a sus hijos, en el que ungié a un ser querido moribundo, en el que pas6 horas preparan-
do a sus hijos para la Primera Comunion o Confirmacion, en el que estuvo a su lado en el duelo o en el que lo ayudo a
regresar a la misericordia de Dios en el Sacramento de la Reconciliacion. Detras de cada acto sacerdotal hay un hombre
que ha entregado su vida para que Cristo esté presente a su pueblo.

Hoy renovemos nuestro compromiso de rezar por nuestros sacerdotes. Oremos para que permanezcamos fieles a nuestra
vocacion, alegres en nuestro servicio y fuertes en tiempos de prueba. Oremos para que nunca perdamos de vista el
inmenso don que se nos ha confiado. Y, por favor, sigan animando y apoyando a sus sacerdotes. Una palabra amable,
un gesto de gratitud o simplemente la seguridad de sus oraciones puede ser mas alentador de lo que se imaginan.

El sacerdocio no se trata de perfeccion: se trata de servicio. Se trata de permitir que Cristo brille a través de nuestras
debilidades para que su amor llegue a su pueblo. Al celebrar el Domingo del Sacerdocio Catolico, que como comunidad
parroquial nos unamos en gratitud, oracién y apoyo a todos los sacerdotes. Y que, sacerdotes y pueblo juntos, camine-
mos hacia la santidad, ayudandonos mutuamente a llevar la cruz y manteniendo siempre la mirada puesta en Jesus, el
Sumo y Eterno Sacerdote.
