Evening with Mary and Our Lady of Fatima Devotion

ear Parish Family,

As you read this bulletin today, you will notice that I am away from you this weekend.
Last Sunday evening, I flew to Manila and traveled to my hometown of Laoag City in North-
ern Philippines to celebrate Mass and be with family on October 6, the first death anniversary
of my beloved sister, Maria Fatima, who passed away last year at the age of sixty-two after a
courageous two-year battle with kidney disease.

Time truly flies so quickly. It feels like only yesterday when she was still with us, smiling,
encouraging, and keeping the family together with her quiet strength. Her absence is deeply
felt, and I continue to miss her dearly. Yet even in grief, I find consolation in the promises of
our faith: “For if we live, we live for the Lord, and if we die, we die for the Lord; so then,
whether we live or die, we are the Lord’s” (Romans 14:8). The Eucharist I celebrate in her
memory is also a reminder that Christ has conquered death, and that we, too, shall share in His
Resurrection.

This journey back home is both a personal pilgrimage and a pastoral reflection. It reminds me that as priests and parishioners, we all
live in the tension between sorrow and hope, between the ache of separation and the joy of faith. I carry your prayers with me as I
offer Mass for my sister, trusting that the bonds of love are never broken in Christ. I plan to be back this Thursday, October 9, just in
time for one of our most beloved parish traditions: Evening with Mary on Friday, October 10, at 6:30PM.

Evening with Mary, October 10 — A Family of Faith in Devotion. Every October, during the Month of the Holy Rosary, we come
together as one family of faith for Evening with Mary. It has become a hallmark of our parish life. We begin with a Marian Proces-
sion, in which devotees bring statues of the Blessed Virgin Mary—from Our Lady of Lourdes to Our Lady of La Vang, from Our
Lady of Guadalupe to Our Lady of Antipolo, and so many more. These images come not only from our own parishioners but also
from friends beyond Milpitas, even from communities outside the continental United States.

The procession is a living testimony of the universality of the Church and of Mary’s maternal love, which transcends all languages,
cultures, and borders. Each statue tells a story—of prayers whispered in times of trial, of thanksgiving for blessings received, of
hope entrusted to the one whom Scripture calls “blessed among women.” Following the procession, we gather in the church for a
Solemn Mass in honor of Our Lady. I wish to express my heartfelt gratitude to Ms. Annie Nguyen and her dedicated team of volun-
teers who, year after year, plan and coordinate this beautiful event. Their tireless work reflects their deep love for Our Blessed
Mother and for our parish community.

Our Lady of Fatima — October 13. As if that were not enough, we also look forward to our final Fatima devotion for this year on
Monday, October 13. Since May, we have gathered monthly to honor Our Lady of Fatima, recalling her urgent call for prayer,
penance, and peace.

This last Fatima evening will be a joint celebration of our Filipino and Hispanic Communities. We will begin with Mass at 6:30PM,
followed by a Marian Procession. As always, we will conclude at the Marian Square before the large statue of Our Lady of Fatima
with the heartfelt singing of the Salve Regina. Afterwards, our communities will share in a fellowship reception—a joyful feast of
food and friendship prepared by our Filipino and Hispanic parish leaders. Mary brings us together. She draws us closer to her Son
and to one another. Her presence in our parish life is a gentle but powerful reminder that we are one family of God’s children.

A Thriving Parish Family. When I look at all these events—the Evening with Mary, our Fatima devotions, our many parish
gatherings—I cannot help but marvel at how alive and thriving Saint Elizabeth truly is. These celebrations are not just activities on a
calendar; they are expressions of faith, moments of grace, and signs of a parish that loves God, cherishes community, and finds joy
in being together.

To all our event organizers, coordinators, volunteers, and parishioners: thank you. Thank you for making Saint Elizabeth your
Church of Choice. Thank you for investing your time, your faith, and your devotion into the life of this parish. Together, we are
building not only a vibrant community but also the Kingdom of God here in Milpitas. As I return from the Philippines, carrying both
sorrow and gratitude in my heart, I am reminded of Mary’s words at Cana: “Do whatever He tells you.” May her intercession guide
us always to Jesus.

Al leer este boletin hoy, notaran que estoy ausente este fin de semana. El
domingo pasado por la noche volé a Manila y viajé a mi ciudad natal de
Laoag, en el norte de Filipinas. Alli celebré la Santa Misa el 6 de octubre en
el primer aniversario de fallecimiento de mi querida hermana Maria Fatima,
quien parti6 el afio pasado a la edad de sesenta y dos afios después de una
valiente lucha de dos afios contra una enfermedad renal.

El tiempo pasa muy rapido. Parece que fue ayer cuando todavia estaba con
nosotros—sonriendo, animando y manteniendo unida a la familia con su
fortaleza silenciosa. Su ausencia se siente profundamente y la extrafio muchi-
simo. Sin embargo, en medio del dolor encuentro consuelo en las promesas
de nuestra fe: “Si vivimos, vivimos para el Sefior, y si morimos, morimos
para el Sefior; asi que, ya vivamos o ya muramos, somos del Se-
fior” (Romanos 14:8). La Eucaristia que celebro en su memoria es también
un recordatorio de que Cristo ha vencido la muerte y que nosotros también
participaremos de Su Resurreccion.

Este viaje a casa es para mi tanto una peregrinacion personal como una refle-

xi6n pastoral. Me recuerda que, como sacerdotes y feligreses, todos vivimos

en esa tension entre el dolor y la esperanza, entre la separacion y la certeza

de la vida eterna. Llevo conmigo sus oraciones al ofrecer la Misa por mi hermana, confiando en que los lazos del amor nunca se
rompen en Cristo. Tengo planeado regresar el jueves 9 de octubre, justo a tiempo para una de nuestras tradiciones mas queridas: La
Tarde con Maria, el viernes 10 de octubre a las 6:30PM.

Velada con Maria, 10 de octubre — Una Familia en la Fe y Devocion. Cada octubre, en el Mes del Santo Rosario, nos reunimos
como una sola familia de fe para la Tarde con Maria. Se ha convertido en un sello de la vida parroquial. Comenzamos con una
procesion mariana, en la que los devotos traen imagenes de la Santisima Virgen Maria—desde Nuestra Sefiora de Lourdes hasta
Nuestra Sefiora de La Vang, desde Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe hasta Nuestra Sefiora de Antipolo, y muchas mas. Estas imagenes
provienen no solo de nuestros propios feligreses sino también de amigos de fuera de Milpitas, incluso de comunidades fuera de los
Estados Unidos continentales.

La procesion es un testimonio vivo de la universalidad de la Iglesia y del amor maternal de Maria, que trasciende idiomas, culturas y
fronteras. Cada imagen cuenta una historia—de oraciones susurradas en tiempos de prueba, de gratitud por bendiciones recibidas, de
esperanza confiada a la que la Escritura llama “bendita entre las mujeres”. Después de la procesion, nos reunimos en la iglesia para
la Santa Misa Solemne en honor a Nuestra Sefiora. Quiero expresar mi mas profundo agradecimiento a la Sra. Annie Nguyen y a su
dedicado equipo de voluntarios que, afio tras afio, planifican y coordinan este hermoso evento. Su esfuerzo refleja el gran amor que
tienen por nuestra Madre Santisima y por nuestra comunidad parroquial.

Nuestra Sefiora de Fatima — 13 de octubre. Y como si esto no fuera suficiente, también nos preparamos para nuestra ultima devo-
cion a Fatima de este afio el lunes 13 de octubre. Desde mayo nos hemos reunido mensualmente para honrar a Nuestra Sefiora de
Fatima, recordando su urgente llamado a la oracion, la penitencia y la paz.

Esta ultima noche de Fatima serd una celebracion conjunta de nuestras Comunidades Filipina e Hispana. Comenzaremos con la
Santa Misa a las 6:30PM, seguida de una procesion mariana. Como siempre, concluiremos en la Plaza Mariana, frente a la gran
estatua de Nuestra Sefiora de Fatima, con el canto del Salve Regina. Después, compartiremos una recepcion fraterna preparada por
nuestros lideres parroquiales filipinos e hispanos. Maria nos une. Ella nos acerca a su Hijo y también los unos a los otros. Su presen-
cia en nuestra vida parroquial es un recordatorio suave pero poderoso de que somos una sola familia de hijos de Dios.

Una Parroquia Viva. Al contemplar todos estos eventos—Ila Tarde con Maria, las devociones a Fatima, nuestras reuniones
parroquiales—no puedo dejar de maravillarme de lo viva y floreciente que estd Santa Elisabeth. Estas celebraciones no son simple-
mente actividades en un calendario; son expresiones de fe, momentos de gracia y signos de una comunidad que ama a Dios, valora
la fraternidad y se alegra de estar unida.
