The procession, the Mass, the images of Our Lady from many coun-
4 é‘i tries and traditions - all of these came together as a vibrant expression of our devotion
to the Blessed Mother. My heartfelt gratitude goes to Ms. Annie Nguyen, who served
Y . as our overall coordinator, and to all those who prepared, participated, and carried
statues of Our Lady from across the world. Thank you also to all of you who came in a
prayerful spirit and celebrated with us. Truly, it was a moment of grace for our parish
family.
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G R AT I TU D E Tomorrow, I will be leaving for Rome together with the Filipino priests of our Diocese
g8l for our Annual Retreat, which this year is given special significance as part of the
Jubilee Year of Hope. During this retreat, we will visit the four major basilicas of
Rome, and we will pass through the Holy Doors, which symbolize Christ Himself, the Door to our salvation. Please be
assured that I carry all of you in my heart and in my prayers during this time.

Our journey will also bring us to Assisi, the home of Saint Francis, where we will celebrate Mass at his basilica and
visit the tomb of the young Blessed Carlo Acutis, whose uncorrupted body rests in the Church of Saint Mary Major in
Assisi. From there, we will travel to Monte Cassino, where Saint Benedict lived the last years of his life and where his
tomb continues to inspire pilgrims. At every step of this pilgrimage, I will carry with me your Mass intentions, your
prayers, and the needs of our parish.

A Lesson on Gratitude. This Sunday’s Gospel (Luke 17:11 19) tells the story of the ten lepers healed by Jesus. Yet
only one—the Samaritan, a foreigner—returned to give thanks. Jesus asks: “Ten were cleansed, were they not? Where
are the other nine? Has none but this foreigner returned to give thanks to God?”

This encounter invites us to reflect on the importance of gratitude. Everything we have is ultimately a gift: life, health,
family, work, faith, and the very breath we take each day. These are not earned by merit but are blessings generously
given by God. Yet, like the nine who did not return, we sometimes forget to pause, return to the Lord, and give thanks.
Gratitude is more than words—it is a way of life. We show gratitude when we share our blessings with others, when we
invest our time in service, when we offer our talents in ministry, and when we give sacrificially of our treasure for the
good of the Church. Gratitude is expressed in action, not only in speech.

Gratitude in Our Parish Life. One concrete way we live out gratitude is through our participation in the Sowing the
Seeds of Faith: Campaign for Spiritual Renewal. Over the past several weeks, Fr. Thuc and I have been meeting with
parishioners to invite them to join this five-year journey of hope and renewal. Many have already committed themselves
generously, and we are grateful for their faith and sacrifice.

This campaign is not only about reaching a financial goal - it is about planting seeds for the future of our parish and our
Diocese. The investments we make today will strengthen our youth and young adult ministries, deepen formation
opportunities, expand outreach, and help us prepare for the building of a new Parish Activity Center for the generations
to come. I ask you to bring this to your prayer. Have you already considered your participation? Have you reflected on
how you might invest your time, talent, and treasure to support this effort? Every gift, great or small, is a seed of faith
that will bear fruit in God’s time.

Walking Together in Hope. As we continue this Jubilee Year of Hope, may we be inspired by the Samaritan in today’s
Gospel who returned to give thanks. Let us cultivate grateful hearts, recognizing that everything we have is a gift, and
let us show our gratitude through the way we live, serve, and give. I will be praying for you during my retreat and
pilgrimage. Please also pray for me and for our parish family, that together we may continue to grow in faith, hope, and love.
