“Hearts on Fire, Feet on the Move”: Today is Word Mission Sunday

his weekend, Catholics across the globe unite profoundly for World Mission Sunday.

Today, the Church sets aside her usual local and parish concerns to focus on the univer-
sal mission entrusted to us by Christ: “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all
nations” (Matthew 28:19). We are invited once again to remember, support, and stand in
¥ solidarity with missionaries who proclaim the Gospel in places where the Church is new,
2| young, or poor. It is the one Sunday that reminds us that our parish, our diocese, and our
) nation are part of something much greater—the Global Church. From Africa to Asia, from
Oceania to Latin America, missionaries are planting seeds of faith in remote villages, bustling
cities, and difficult mission territories. On this day, our prayers and our offerings make a real
difference. They connect us with the universal Body of Christ and allow us to participate in
N SUNDAY the Church’s missionary mandate.

Often, when we think of “mission,” our minds first go to priests, religious, and lay missionar-
4 jes who travel across borders to serve. And indeed, their work is heroic—leaving family and
homeland, learning new languages, and adapting to new cultures to proclaim the Gospel. But World Mission Sunday
reminds us that every Catholic is called to be a missionary. For most of us, our first missionary act is prayer. By praying
for missionaries, we not only encourage and strengthen them but also join them spiritually in their work. When we pray
the Rosary, attend Mass, or offer our daily sacrifices for the mission, we are united with them in communion and
compassion. Prayer transforms our hearts and keeps us connected to the needs of the universal Church.

Prayer naturally leads to generosity. On World Mission Sunday, we are asked to give from our material blessings to
support the Pontifical Mission Societies, which in turn fund projects that sustain mission territories around the world.
Our donations will: (1) support local churches that are still too small or too poor to sustain themselves; (2) provide for
hospitals and clinics where missionaries serve the sick and vulnerable; (3) help schools and catechetical centers where
the next generation learns to live and love as disciples of Christ and (4) foster vocations to the priesthood and religious
life in places where seminarians and novices often lack the basic resources to continue their formation. By giving, we
extend our love far beyond our parish boundaries. We answer God’s call to feed the hungry, clothe the naked, and
proclaim Good News to the poor.

World Mission Sunday is not just about “helping others out there.” It is also about renewing our own identity as a
missionary people. Every baptized person shares in the mission of the Church. Pope Francis reminded us that the
Church is missionary by her very nature: “She exists in order to evangelize.” Even if we never travel overseas, we are
called to live as missionaries in our homes, workplaces, and communities. We do so by sharing our faith with our
children and neighbors, standing up for justice, serving the poor, and being people of joy and hope. Our mission field
begins here, but is always connected to the wider world. Today, we gather at Mass with millions of Catholics around the
world who will also be praying for and supporting the missions. Our faith takes on a global dimension. We are not
isolated; we are in solidarity.

Today, we ask ourselves: How can I contribute? Perhaps it is through more intentional prayer, through fasting or offer-
ing my daily trials for the missions. Perhaps it is through a generous financial gift that may stretch my comfort but will
provide life-changing help to brothers and sisters in distant lands. Whatever we choose, let us act with love. For love is
the language of mission. Missionaries do not go out to impose, but to propose Christ with love. We, too, by our prayer
and offering, participate in this same love that transforms the world.

May we renew our missionary spirit. Let us remember the missionaries who work tirelessly, often in difficult and even
dangerous circumstances. Let us unite our prayers with theirs and support them with our generous donations. May our
parish join the Global Church in solidarity, compassion, and love. And may each of us rediscover that to be Catholic is
to be missionary, carrying the fire of Christ’s love wherever we are. “Hearts on Fire, Feet on the Move”—this is the
spirit of World Mission Sunday.
