The Synod of Synodality. Some of you may be asking: What is the Synod of Synodality? A
“synod” in the life of the Church is a gathering of bishops and other representatives of the People

"AUXILIARY BISHOP OF of God, called together to listen, discern, and advise the Holy Father on matters of great
i Ar i T importance. The word synod itself comes from the Greek syn-hodos, meaning “journeying

SO together.” The Synod of Synodality, therefore, is not only about one specific issue but about a
way of being Church. It is about how we, as God’s People, listen to one another, discern the

s and ot of he movements of the Holy Spirit, and make decisions rooted in prayer and dialogue. Synodality asks
e L83 CHASTICANTAS 5T us to move away from isolation or clericalism and toward genuine communion, participation, and
mission.

This Synod began last Friday, October 18, with a Solemn Opening Mass at Saint Peter’s Basilica, presided over by Pope Leo XIV.
Representatives from around the world—bishops, priests, consecrated men and women, and lay faithful—have gathered to reflect
on how the Church can better walk together, listening to all voices while remaining rooted in the Gospel. The discussions and pray-
ers are centered on building a Church that is more welcoming, participatory, and missionary. The Synod today, Sunday, October 26,
with the Closing Mass at Saint Peter’s Basilica, once again celebrated by the Holy Father. These liturgies and sessions are moments
of grace, reminding us that the Catholic Church is not a distant institution but a living communion that includes each one of us.

A Week of Visits and Encounters. After the Synod’s closing, our diocesan delegation has several appointments here in Rome. On
Monday and Tuesday, we will be visiting some of the Dicasteries of the Roman Curia—the offices that assist the Holy Father in
governing the universal Church. These visits are not only administrative but also moments of encounter, where we learn how the
global Church supports dioceses like ours in San Jose.

On Wednesday, we will have the joy of attending the General Audience of the Holy Father in Saint Peter’s Square. There, we will
pray with Pope Leo XIV and thousands of pilgrims from every part of the world. What a moving reminder that our faith is truly
universal, uniting people of every culture and nation.

Preparing for Episcopal Ordination. For me personally, being in Rome at this time is a blessing beyond words. To pray in the
tombs of the apostles Peter and Paul, to walk in the streets where countless saints have lived their faith, and to participate in a Synod
at the Vatican—all of this comes just two weeks before my Episcopal Ordination in San Jose on November 3.

This providential timing humbles me. It is as if the Lord has given me this pilgrimage of preparation before I receive the fullness of
the sacrament of Holy Orders as a bishop. Every moment here reminds me that my calling is not my own, but a mission entrusted to
me by Christ and His Church, for the service of His people.

Gratitude and Prayer. Dear parishioners, I am deeply grateful for your prayers, especially in these days leading up to my Ordina-
tion. Though I have been away much this month, not a day passes without me thinking of you and lifting you in prayer—at the tomb
of Saint Peter, in the basilicas, in the retreat house, and at every Mass I have celebrated here.

I look forward to returning to Saint Elizabeth soon, to be with you again, and to continue serving you with renewed strength, joy,
and hope. Please continue to pray for me, for Bishop Cantu, and for our diocesan delegation here in Rome. Pray also for the success
of the Synod of Synodality, that the whole Church may walk together in communion, participation, and mission. May God bless you
all, and may Our Lady of Pentecost, Saint Elizabeth of Portugal, and Saint Joseph, Patron of the Universal Church, intercede for us.

Al leer este articulo en el Boletin de este fin de semana, todavia me encuentro aqui en
Roma, la Ciudad Eterna. jQué gracia ha sido pasar estos dias en oracion, reflexion y
servicio en el corazén mismo de nuestra fe catolica! El martes 22 de octubre concluimos
nuestro Retiro Anual de los sacerdotes filipinos que servimos en los Estados Unidos.
Muchos de mis hermanos sacerdotes ya regresaron a California, pero yo permaneci en
Roma con una misioén adicional: acompaiiar a nuestro obispo, Mons. Oscar Cantu, en su
participacion en el Sinodo de la Sinodalidad convocado por nuestro Santo Padre, el Papa
Leon XIV. Me siento privilegiado de acompaiiar el Sefior Obispo en estos dias historicos.

El Sinodo de la Sinodalidad. Algunos se preguntaran: ;Qué es el Sinodo de la Sinodali-
dad? Un “sinodo” en la vida de la Iglesia es una reunion de obispos y de otros represen-
tantes del Pueblo de Dios, convocados para escuchar, discernir y aconsejar al Santo Padre
sobre asuntos de gran importancia. La palabra sinodo viene del griego syn-hodos, que significa “caminar juntos.” El
Sinodo de la Sinodalidad, por lo tanto, no trata solo de un tema especifico, sino de una manera de ser Iglesia. Se trata de
como, como Pueblo de Dios, nos escuchamos unos a otros, discernimos los movimientos del Espiritu Santo y tomamos
decisiones enraizadas en la oracion y el dialogo. La sinodalidad nos invita a alejarnos del aislamiento o del clericalismo,
y a crecer en una comunion real, con participacion y mision compartidas.

Este Sinodo comenzo6 el viernes 18 de octubre con una Misa Solemne de Apertura en la Basilica de San Pedro, presidida
por el Papa Leon XIV. Representantes de todo el mundo—obispos, sacerdotes, religiosos y laicos—se han reunido para
reflexionar sobre como la Iglesia puede caminar mejor unida, escuchando todas las voces y permaneciendo fiel al Evan-
gelio. Las oraciones y los didlogos giran en torno a la construccion de una Iglesia mas acogedora, participativa y misio-
nera. El Sinodo concluira este domingo 26 de octubre con la Misa de Clausura en la Basilica de San Pedro, nuevamente
presidida por el Santo Padre. Estas liturgias y sesiones son momentos de gracia, recordandonos que la Iglesia catdlica no
es una institucion lejana, sino una comunion viva que nos incluye a todos.

Una semana de visitas y encuentros. Después de la clausura del Sinodo, nuestra delegacion diocesana tiene varias
citas aqui en Roma. El lunes y martes visitaremos algunos Dicasterios de la Curia Romana—Ias oficinas que ayudan al
Santo Padre a gobernar la Iglesia universal. Estas visitas no son solo administrativas, sino también momentos de
encuentro, donde aprendemos como la Iglesia global apoya a didcesis como la nuestra en San José.

El miércoles tendremos la alegria de participar en la Audiencia General del Santo Padre en la Plaza de San Pedro. Alli
rezaremos con el Papa Leon XIV y con miles de peregrinos de todo el mundo. Es un recordatorio conmovedor de que
nuestra fe es verdaderamente universal, uniendo a personas de todas las culturas y naciones.

Preparacion para la Ordenaciéon Episcopal. Para mi, personalmente, estar en Roma en este momento es una
bendicion indescriptible. Rezar en las tumbas de los apostoles Pedro y Pablo, caminar por las calles donde tantos santos
vivieron su fe y participar en un Sinodo en el Vaticano... todo esto sucede justo dos semanas antes de mi Ordenacion
Episcopal en San José el 3 de noviembre.

Me siento profundamente humilde ante este tiempo providencial. Es como si el Sefior me regalara esta peregrinacion de
preparacion antes de recibir la plenitud del sacramento del Orden como obispo. Cada momento aqui me recuerda que mi
vocacion no es mia, sino una mision confiada a mi por Cristo y Su Iglesia, para el servicio de Su Pueblo.

Gratitud y oracion. Queridos feligreses, estoy profundamente agradecido por sus oraciones, especialmente en estos
dias previos a mi Ordenacion. Aunque he estado fuera mucho este mes, no pasa un solo dia sin que piense en ustedes y
los presente en mi oracion—a los pies de San Pedro, en las basilicas, en la casa de retiro y en cada Eucaristia que
celebro aqui.

Espero con alegria regresar pronto a Santa Isabel, estar nuevamente con ustedes y seguir sirviéndoles con renovada
fuerza, gozo y esperanza. Les pido que continten rezando por mi, por Mons. Canti y por toda nuestra delegacion
diocesana aqui en Roma. Recemos también por el fruto del Sinodo de la Sinodalidad, para que toda la Iglesia camine
unida en comunion, participacion y mision. Que Dios los bendiga a todos, y que Nuestra Sefiora de Pentecostés, Santa

Elisabeth de Portugal y San José, Patrono de la Iglesia Universal, intercedan por nosotros. .
