y dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

What a grace-filled week it has been! My heart overflows with joy and gratitude as I reflect on the
unforgettable celebrations of my Episcopal Ordination as Titular Bishop of Croae and Auxiliary Bishop of
the Diocese of San Jose. Both the Solemn Vespers on the evening of November 2nd at the Cathedral
Basilica of Saint Joseph and the Mass of Episcopal Ordination on November 3rd at Our Lady of La Vang
Church were profoundly moving moments of prayer, faith, and community. To see so many of our bishops,
priests, deacons, religious, parishioners, family members, and friends gathered together in worship and
thanksgiving was deeply humbling.

The following day, November 4th, we returned home to Saint Elizabeth for the Mass of Thanksgiving, and .
once again, our church was filled with a spirit of prayer, joy, and unity. It was a moment that brought every- ¢
thing full circle, from the parish that nurtured my priestly ministry to the community that now shares this A
new chapter of service in the episcopacy with me. My heart is filled with profound love and gratitude to all i\k
of you who joined me in these beautiful celebrations.

I know that many desired to attend but were unable to secure tickets due to the limited seating at both
venues. Please be assured that I did my best to secure as many seats as possible for our Saint Elizabeth
parishioners. I truly wish I could have accommodated everyone. Thank you so much for your kindness,
patience, and understanding. Your spiritual presence, your prayers, and your messages of support were felt
deeply, even from afar. You were all with me in spirit and in heart.

These past several weeks have been filled with movement, reflection, and grace. I apologize for having been
away for much of October, as I traveled to the Philippines for the first death anniversary of my sister, Maria
Fatima, followed by our Filipino Priests’ Jubilee Retreat and Pilgrimage in Rome. That retreat, a journey of
prayer, fraternity, and renewal, brought me to the great basilicas and shrines of Italy, culminating in my participation in the Synod
on Synodality at the Vatican. It was a blessing beyond words to be in the presence of the Holy Father, Pope Leo XIV, and to take
part in the Closing Mass of the Synod, surrounded by Cardinals, Archbishops, and Bishops from around the world.

While in Rome, I was also privileged to celebrate Mass with the Filipino community, who gathered in great numbers to give thanks
to God for my episcopal appointment. Their warmth, affection, and faith reminded me once again of the universality of the Church,
a family that transcends cultures, languages, and nations, united by one Lord and one faith.

Now that I am back home, I am once again filled with renewed zeal to serve as your pastor, and now as a bishop, always mindful
that this new ministry is not about honor or position, but about deeper service to God and His people. Please continue to pray for
me, that [ may always be a humble, faithful, and joyful shepherd in the model of Christ, the Good Shepherd.

This coming week, I will be in Baltimore, Maryland, attending the Fall Plenary Assembly of the United States Conference of Catho-
lic Bishops (USCCB), my very first gathering as a member of the Episcopal Conference. I must admit that I am both excited and a
bit nervous, knowing I will now be among hundreds of bishops from across the country who, together, guide and serve the Church
in the United States. I count on your prayers for wisdom and strength as I enter this new phase of my ministry.

Finally, I want to extend my heartfelt thanks to all who worked so tirelessly behind the scenes to make the Solemn Vespers,
Episcopal Ordination, and Thanksgiving Mass such reverent and memorable celebrations. From our parish and diocesan liturgy
teams, music ministers, and ushers, to our volunteers, decorators, servers, choirs, and all who offered their time, talent, and treasure,
please know that your dedication was not unnoticed. You have given me a gift I will carry for the rest of my life. I may not be able
to thank each of you personally, but I carry all of you in my heart and in my daily prayers. How blessed I am to serve and to lead
such a vibrant, loving, and faith-filled parish community as Saint Elizabeth of Portugal.

May our Blessed Mother, Saint Elizabeth, and all the saints continue to intercede for us as we move forward together, renewed in
faith, united in love, and always hopeful in the Lord.

A VISUAL MISSION: BISHOP ANDRES'’S
COAT OF ARMS AND MOTTO

Bishop Andres C. Ligot's coat of arms tells a story before a single
word is spoken. Its blue and white colors echo two homes of the
heart—the Philippines and the United States—signaling the
journey that formed him and the community he now serves as
Auxiliary Bishop of the Diocese of San José.

At the center, two red bars arranged as a cross (a saltire) honor
Saint Andrew the Apostle—Bishop Andres’s namesake. The
placement isn’t ornamental; it points to a life patterned on the
Apostle's readiness to bring people to Christ. In the upper left
(dexter chief) a gold carpenter’s square evokes Saint Joseph,
patron of our diocese: steady, faithful, and practical in love. It’s a
quiet nod to the place where Bishop Andres was ordained a priest
and now returns as a bishop to serve.

On the opposite side, a gold flaming heart pierced by an arrow recalls Saint Augustine’s burning love for God—
restless until it rests in Him—and, fittingly, the Augustinian family. Pope Leo XIV, an Augustinian, appointed
Bishop Andres; the heart acknowledges that spiritual lineage. The flames also speak to Bishop Andres's
formation in canon law—law set ablaze by charity, not cooled by legalism.

Three white roses complete the shield. They honor Mary under titles close to his heart: Our Lady of Guadalupe,
the Immaculate Conception, and Our Lady, Cause of Our Joy. Each rose is a petition in bloom—protection for
the vulnerable, purity of intention, joy in the Gospel.

Above the shield sits the full episcopal “achievement™ the green hat (galero) with six tassels on each side, the
sign of the episcopal rank; the processional cross rising behind the shield, reminding us that a bishop leads from
the Cross; and, beneath, the scroll bearing his motto: Lex Christi Caritas Est—"The law of Christ is love.”

That line, drawn from the spirit of Galatians 5:14, guides the whole design. For Bishop Ligot, law is the servant of
communion. Rules exist to safeguard the dignity of the person, protect the weak, and keep the Church moving
together toward Christ. In practice, the motto becomes a pastoral method: listen before speaking, tell the truth
with mercy, choose service over status.

Taken together, arms and motto offer a simple compass for his ministry in Santa Clara Valley: rooted in Mary's
care, measured by Joseph's fidelity, fired by Augustine’s love, and always under the rule of Christ’s charity.
