Parish Financial Report for Fiscal Year 2024-2025

As we enter the final months of this year and begin a new fiscal cycle, I wish once again to
share with you our Parish Financial Report for Fiscal Year 2024-2025. Transparency and
accountability remain the hallmarks of how we manage the finances of Saint Elizabeth Parish.
Each gift of time, talent, and treasure is sacred, and we are deeply aware that behind every
dollar offered lies a story of faith, sacrifice, and love for our parish community.

This weekend, members of our Parish Finance Council will present this year’s Financial
ANN[ ] AL Report. This includes our operating income and expenses, a review of our ministries and

programs, and a summary of our overall financial health. Our sources of income remain

REPORT consistent: Sunday offerings, gifts and donations, stipends, parish program revenues, and fund-
raising events. Expenses include salaries and benefits for our pastoral and administrative staff,

2024-2 025 utilities and maintenance, insurance, and the many programmatic costs associated with sustain-

ing our liturgical, educational, and outreach ministries.

A Legacy of Stewardship and Accountability. Since 1 began my ministry here in July 2021, I
have repeatedly invited every parish household to embrace Stewardship as a Way of Life: a conscious, prayerful, and sacrificial
decision to return to God a portion of the blessings received. We have spoken often of “the fruit of one hour of labor each week,”
not as a requirement, but as a spiritual practice of gratitude. Over the past four years, many of you have made that commitment, and
your generosity has kept our parish strong and vibrant.

Through your faithful giving, we have been able to sustain our ministries in faith formation, sacramental preparation, outreach to the
poor, and pastoral care. We have maintained our facilities, paid our staff justly, and expanded our community programs. I am
pleased to report that for this fiscal year, Saint Elizabeth Parish continues to operate without deficit. In fact, through careful cost
management and continued stewardship participation, we were once again able to close the year with a modest surplus—funds that
will be reinvested into our facilities and parish programs for the spiritual growth of our community. Prior to publication, our Parish
Finance Council, together with Ms. Anne Nguyen and the Clearstone Accounting Team, reviewed all financial data to ensure
accuracy and accountability. I remain deeply grateful to our Finance Council members for their expertise and dedication.

A New Chapter: The Sowing Seeds of Faith Campaign. This year, we are entering an extraordinary moment in the life of our
Diocese. Saint Elizabeth Parish was chosen as one of the four pilot parishes to lead the way in the Sowing Seeds of Faith Capital
Campaign for Spiritual Renewal in the Diocese of San Jose. This diocesan-wide effort will span the next five years, with goals that
go far beyond financial stewardship; it is a call to spiritual renewal and communal growth. Our parish was invited to be part of this
first phase precisely because of our strong financial management and proven record of generous stewardship. We have shown time
and again that when the people of Saint Elizabeth unite in faith, prayer, and sacrifice, we can achieve greater things for God’s glory.

Next week marks the Public Phase of this campaign. Every household in the parish will be invited to participate, not with equal gifts
but with equal sacrifice. We understand that the capacity to give varies widely but the spirit of sacrifice unites us all. As Scripture
reminds us in 2 Corinthians 9:6-8, “Whoever sows generously will also reap generously...for God loves a cheerful giver.”

Stewardship Beyond Numbers. The Sowing Seeds of Faith Campaign is not simply another fundraising effort. It is a spiritual
invitation: to renew our faith, strengthen our parish life, and participate in the growth of the entire Diocese of San Jose. Through this
campaign, we will be investing in the formation of youth and young adults, faith formation programs, outreach ministries, and the
future sustainability of our parishes. As your pastor, and now as Bishop for a broader service to our diocese, I cannot express
enough how proud I am of the Saint Elizabeth community. You have continually responded with generosity, perseverance, and
faith. The Lord continues to bless our parish because you have remained steadfast in prayer and united in purpose.

A Grateful Heart. As you heard in the financial report this weekend, I invite you to reflect not only on numbers but on the stories of
grace those numbers represent. Each dollar supports a ministry, a child learning faith, a soul returning to the sacraments, a family
receiving help in time of need. Let us continue to walk together in faith, hope, and love, grateful for what we have accomplished and
confident in what God will do through us. May we always give joyfully and live our faith generously, ensuring that Saint Elizabeth
Parish continues to be a beacon of light, faith, and service for many generations to come.

Thank you for your continued generosity, for making Saint Elizabeth your spiritual home, and for embracing this new call to sow
seeds of faith together.
