his weekend, we enter the beautiful season of Advent, a sacred time of waiting, watch-
ing, and hoping for the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

.~ day, November 30, I celebrate my Diamond Birthday—60 years of life—and my heart over-
“* flows with thanksgiving. I thank God for the gift of my family, who nurtured me in faith and
love; for the gift of the priesthood, which continues to be the greatest joy of my life; and for the privilege of serving you as
Pastor of Saint Elizabeth of Portugal Parish—a vibrant, faith-filled, and generous community.

This year, 2025, has truly been one of the most extraordinary years of my life. It is a year of milestones and grace. On August
29, I received the humbling appointment as Titular Bishop of Croae and Auxiliary Bishop of the Diocese of San Jose. On No-
vember 3, I was ordained to the episcopacy, a moment of profound gratitude and unmerited grace. As I stood before the altar
that day, surrounded by our Bishop Oscar Cantil, my brother bishops, priests, religious, and so many of you, I could not help
but recall the words of the Blessed Mother: “My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord, and my spirit rejoices in God my
Savior.”

This will be a threefold celebration: A Thanksgiving and Appreciation
Gathering for your generous support of the Sowing the Seeds of Faith Campaign; a Celebration of my Episcopal Ordination
as your newly ordained Auxiliary Bishop; and my Diamond Birthday and Recognition of all our Parish Volunteers, whose
dedication, service, and love sustain the life of our parish every single day. This will be a time for us to rejoice together as one
parish family, united in faith, love, and gratitude. Let us come together to celebrate God’s goodness and the countless bless-
ings He continues to pour upon our community.

As I turn 60 and look toward the years ahead, I renew my commitment to serve you with faithfulness and humility. May we,
together, continue to sow the seeds of faith, trusting that God will bring forth a rich harvest in His own time. Let us walk this
Advent journey together, with hearts awake, hands open, and spirits filled with joy. May the coming of Christ find us ready,
generous, and filled with hope. Happy Advent and Thanksgiving to all!
