At the same time, [ wish to speak honestly and pastorally from the heart. From the beginning of this campaign, our hope
was not only to reach a financial goal, but also to encourage a higher percentage of participation from our parishioners,
each according to his or her capacity.

I am deeply grateful to those who worked tirelessly alongside me and Fr. Thuc to speak about the campaign, to answer
questions, and to encourage participation. Your dedication behind the scenes, your witness, and your perseverance were
invaluable. Campaigns such as this one are never the work of one person alone; they are the fruit of collaboration,
prayer, and shared responsibility.

It is also important to remember that it is never too late to participate. Even though we have reached our goal, the invita-
tion to stewardship remains open.
