February 1, 2026 The Feast of the Presentation of the Lord

Tlme truly flies. It seems like we were just welcoming the New Year, and now we find
ourselves already on the first day of February. The rhythm of time moves quickly, and
the Church, in her wisdom, invites us not simply to notice time passing, but to sanctify time,
to recognize God’s presence and grace in each season of our lives.
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ally known as Candlemas This beautiful feast brings together light, obedlence faith, and
hope. Forty days after Christmas, Mary and Joseph bring the Child Jesus to the Temple in
Jerusalem to present Him to the Lord, in faithful observance of the Law. What seems at first
to be a simple ritual becomes a profound moment of revelation.
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In the Temple, Simeon takes the Child Jesus in his arms and proclaims Him to be “a light
for revelation to the Gentiles and glory for your people Israel.” This is the heart of Candle-
mas. The blessing of candles on this feast reminds us that Christ is the Light of the world,
the Light that enters the darkness of the Temple, the darkness of history, and the darkness of
ofm L"Vé our own lives.

The candles we bless are not mere objects or decorations. They symbolize Christ Himself,
and also our calling as Christians. When we light a candle at home, during prayer or in
moments of need, we are reminded that the light of Christ continues to shine, even when circumstances feel uncertain or
heavy. In a world often marked by confusion, division, and fear, the Church holds up this simple yet powerful sign: light
overcomes darkness.

For the Feast of the Presentation, we will make blessed candles available at Mass. You are welcome to purchase a candle for
$5 each. I encourage you to take one home—not just as a sacramental, but as a reminder of Christ’s presence with you and
your family. Light it when you pray, when you gather as a family, or when you need to be reminded that God is near.

You may also notice that [ am away this weekend. Early last Monday, I traveled to the Philippines to preside at the Funeral
Mass of my dear aunt, Consuelo Cantoria, whom we lovingly called Auntie Ching. She passed away on December 20 at the
remarkable age of 100. Her long life was truly a blessing, not only to our family, but to many whom she quietly helped and
supported over the years.

My parents passed away when they were both still in their late 50s. During my years of formation, especially while I was in
the seminary in Spain, it was Auntie Ching who supported me in many ways, including sending me my allowance to help
with my studies. She lived for many years in Hawaii and later in Southern California, working hard and living simply. When
she turned 80, she made the decision to return to the Philippines to spend her remaining years there.

She was the eldest of eight children; my mother, Eulalia, was the second eldest. My mother would have turned 98 last Decem-
ber 29. During my last visit with Auntie Ching in the Philippines, she shared with me a very personal wish that when the Lord
would finally call her home, I would preside at her Funeral Mass. That request stayed with me.

Because of various commitments and schedules, I was unable to travel immediately after her passing. She was cremated, and
only now was I able to find a brief window to make this trip, after moving and adjusting several prior commitments. I felt
deeply that this was something I needed to do, not only as a priest and bishop, but as a nephew filled with gratitude.

This journey is both a moment of mourning and a moment of thanksgiving. It has reminded me once again how deeply con-
nected family, faith, sacrifice, and vocation truly are. It has also reminded me that time, while fleeting, is precious—and that
love expressed through generosity and quiet support leaves a lasting mark. I hope to be back after a week and look forward to
seeing you again soon. Thank you for your understanding, your prayers, and your continued love for our parish community.

As we enter February and celebrate the Feast of the Presentation of the Lord, may we allow Christ, the true Light, to guide our
steps. May we carry His light into our homes, our families, and our daily lives. And may we always live with gratitude—for
time, for faith, and for one another.

Ella fue cremada, y solo ahora pude encontrar una semana en la que, tras mover y reorganizar varios compromi-
sos, me fue posible realizar este viaje. Senti profundamente que era algo que debia hacer, no solo como sacerdote y
obispo, sino como sobrino agradecido.

Me ha recordado una vez mas cuan estrecha-
mente unidos estan la familia, la fe, el sacrificio y la vocacion. También me ha hecho reflexionar sobre lo valioso que es
el tiempo: pasa rapido, pero el amor expresado con generosidad y apoyo silencioso deja una huella que perdura Espero
regresar despues de una semana y poder verlos nuevamente.
