Entering the Holiest Week of the Year

ith the celebration of Palm Sunday, we enter the most sacred time of the entire liturgical year:
Holy Week. During this week, the Church invites us to walk closely with the Lord Jesus as we

%‘dm remember the final moments of His earthly life: His passion, suffering, death, and glorious resurrection.
These days are not merely commemorations of past events. Rather, they are sacred mysteries that allow

TO THE KING us to enter spiritually into the saving love of Christ.
OF KINGS Palm Sunday itself presents a profound contrast. We begin with the joyful proclamation of Jesus’ entry

into Jerusalem, where crowds welcomed Him with palm branches and shouts of “Hosanna!” Yet the
same liturgy leads us into the solemn proclamation of the Passion. In this way, the Church reminds us
that the path to resurrection always passes through the Cross. Holy Week invites each of us to accompa-
ny Christ more intentionally through prayer, reflection, and participation in the liturgy.

As your pastor, [ warmly invite every member of our parish community to take part in the beautiful and
~ meaningful celebrations we have prepared at Saint Elizabeth Parish during these sacred days. Our Holy
.~ Week Journey begins with special devotional gatherings that help prepare our hearts for the mysteries we
~ are about to celebrate.

-~ On Holy Monday, March 30, we will gather for Mary’s Way of the Cross at 7:00 PM. This devotion re-
flects on the Passion of Jesus through the eyes and heart of the Blessed Mother. Walking with Mary al-
ows us to contemplate the suffering of her Son with deeper compassion and faith.

*» On Wednesday, April 1, our parish will present the Passion Play at 7:00 PM. This moving presentation
of the events of Christ’s Passion helps us visualize and meditate upon the immense love of Jesus, who freely gave His life for the
salvation of the world. The heart of Holy Week is the Sacred Easter Triduum, the three most solemn days of the Church’s year. The
word Triduum means “three days,” and these days form one continuous celebration of the Paschal Mystery: the passion, death, and
resurrection of Jesus Christ.

The Triduum begins on Holy Thursday, April 2, with the Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper at 7:00 PM. During this Mass we re-
member the Last Supper, when Jesus instituted the Holy Eucharist and the Priesthood. We also witness the powerful sign of humble
service through the washing of the feet, recalling Christ’s command that we love and serve one another. After Mass, the Blessed
Sacrament will be transferred to the Altar of Repose, where we are invited to remain in prayerful adoration, remembering the Lord’s
agony in the Garden of Gethsemane. Adoration will take place at the Parish Ministry Center from 8:00 PM until midnight, conclud-
ing with Night Prayer at 11:45 PM.

The following day, Good Friday, is a day of deep solemnity as the Church commemorates the Passion and death of the Lord. On
this day the Church does not celebrate Mass. Instead, we gather for the Good Friday Liturgy, where we listen to the Passion accord-
ing to Saint John, venerate the Holy Cross, and receive Holy Communion. Throughout the day we will have several opportunities
for prayer, including Stations of the Cross, concluding with the Burial of the Lord at 8:00 PM.

On Holy Saturday evening, April 4, we gather for the most beautiful and solemn liturgy of the entire Church year: the Easter Vigil,
beginning at 8:30 PM. This sacred celebration begins in darkness with the blessing of the new fire and the lighting of the Paschal
Candle, symbolizing Christ as the light who conquers the darkness of sin and death. Through the proclamation of Scripture, we re-
call the history of salvation, culminating in the joyful proclamation of the Resurrection. During this Mass, our catechumens and
candidates will receive the Sacraments of Initiation, and together we will renew our baptismal promises.

In addition, during the mornings of the Triduum, we invite you to deepen your spiritual preparation. Each day we will gather for
Morning Prayer at 8:30 AM, followed by a Spiritual Conference preached by Deacon Samuel Milan. These reflections will help us
enter more fully into the mystery of Christ’s saving love.

Dear friends, Holy Week is not simply another week in the Church calendar—it is the very heart of our faith. I encourage you and
your families to make time to participate in these sacred liturgies. By walking with Christ through His Passion and Death, our cele-
bration of Easter will truly become more meaningful and transformative.

May this Holy Week renew our faith, deepen our love for Christ, and strengthen our unity as a parish community. I look forward to
praying with you during these most sacred days.
