Parish Directive on the Proper Use and Care
of the Newly Installed Kneelers

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

| You have surely noticed that we have recently installed kneelers in our church,
| along with a modesty screen (island) in the first row. We give thanks to God for
= this beautiful development in the ongoing improvement of our parish. These
{ additions are meant to deepen our reverence in worship and to foster a more
prayerful environment for all.

This installation is also part of our preparation for a very special moment in our
parish life: the return of the tabernacle to the main sanctuary of the church. We
have acquired a beautiful tabernacle from Talleres de Artes Granda in Spain,
and we look forward, God willing, to its installation later this year. The presence
of kneelers will help us express more fully our reverence for the Real Presence
of Christ in the Eucharist.

Why Do We Kneel? Kneeling is a profound expression of adoration, humility,
and reverence before God. It is especially appropriate in the presence of the
Eucharist, where we encounter Christ truly present: Body, Blood, Soul, and
Divinity.

When Do We Kneel at Mass? According to the General Instruction of the Roman
Missal (GIRM), the faithful kneel at specific moments during the celebration of
the Mass:

+ After the Sanctus (“Holy, Holy, Holy”) — we kneel at the beginning of the
Eucharistic Prayer.

+ During the Consecration — from the epiclesis (calling down of the Holy
Spirit) until the elevation of the Chalice.

« Until after the Great Amen — we remain kneeling through the entire
Eucharistic Prayer. After the Great Amen, we stand for the Lord’s Prayer
(Our Father).

+ After the Agnus Dei (“Lamb of God") — it is customary in many places to
kneel again as the priest prepares to distribute Holy Communion. We
then stand when it is our turn to process forward and receive Holy
Communion.

« After receiving Holy Communion — upon returning to our seats, the
faithful may either kneel or sit in silent prayer and thanksgiving.

« When the priest says, “Let us pray,” we stand, joining the whole assembly
for the concluding prayer and final blessing.

During Eucharistic Adoration and Holy Hour
+ We kneel when the Blessed Sacrament is exposed.
« After the incensation and opening prayer, the faithful may sit for periods
of silent prayer, reflection, or hymns.
» We kneel again during the singing of the Tantum Ergo and for the Solemn
Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament.

Care for the Kneelers. These kneelers are equipped with a hydraulic system to
ensure smooth and quiet movement. They are a blessing for our parish, and we
ask everyone to use them with care:
« Please lower and raise the kneelers gently.
« Do not place or rest your feet on the cushions, as this can damage them.
+ Kindly be mindful of children and help them understand the proper use
of the kneelers.

Let us all do our part to preserve these for many years to come.

Dear friends, these kneelers are not merely functional additions: they are
invitations. Invitations to deeper reverence, to greater awareness of God’s
presence, and to more heartfelt prayer. May every time we kneel remind us of
who we are before God: His beloved children, called to worship Him in spirit
and in truth.

Enhancing Our Church and Grounds

In our continued commitment to stewardship, hospitality, and the
beauty of God's house, Saint Elizabeth Parish has recently
undertaken several important improvements both inside the
church and throughout our surrounding facilities. These efforts
reflect not only our desire to care for our parish campus, but also
our mission to provide a safe, welcoming, and prayerful
environment for all who gather here.

One of the most noticeable upgrades within the church is the
installation of new hydraulic kneelers. These kneelers are
specially designed to move slowly and silently, offering greater
comfort and safety for everyone, especially our elderly
parishioners and those with mobility concerns. This improvement
enhances our worship experience by allowing us to enter more
fully into moments of prayer with reverence and ease.

In addition to this, the walls of our main worship space have
received a fresh retouch. This renewal brings a brighter and more
inviting atmosphere to our church, helping to reflect the dignity
and sacredness of the liturgy we celebrate. A well-maintained
worship space uplifts the spirit and reminds us that what we do
here is truly special and set apart.

Our efforts have also extended outdoors. You will notice the
renewal of the Marian Square with the removal of the dead plants
and the levelling of the land and the preparation for new grass.
This will create a safer and more open play space for our children.

The lighting around the church and the Parish Ministry Center
(PMC) has been upgraded with new hardware and LED-powered
lights. These improvements provide brighter illumination during
evening hours while also promoting energy efficiency and
long-term cost savings. Most importantly, they enhance the safety
and security of all who come to our campus, particularly during
evening Masses and parish events.

Another significant change is the removal of the old stone
barbecue pit near the Saint Elizabeth Room. This space is being
reimagined to better serve our parish community. A new fence
will soon be installed, and the area will be transformed into a
space for decorative plants, lovingly maintained by our Art and
Environment Team. This will not only improve the visual appeal of
the area but also create a more serene and welcoming
environment.

As part of our ongoing maintenance efforts, the solar panels on
the roof of the Parish Ministry Center will be cleaned in April.
This annual maintenance ensures that the system continues to
operate efficiently, supporting our commitment to responsible
stewardship of resources and care for our common home.

Finally, the old baptismal font used during the Easter Vigil, which
had developed leaks over time, has been removed. Plans are
already underway for the construction of a new baptismal pond
in time for next year's celebration. This will allow us to continue
celebrating the Sacrament of Baptism with beauty, dignity, and
renewed symbolism.

We are deeply grateful to all who support these efforts through
your generosity, prayers, and service. Together, we continue to
build not only a beautiful parish campus, but a vibrant and
faith-filled community.
