My dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

| Alleluia! Christ is Risen! As we continue to rejoice in the joy of Easter, the
Church invites us today to celebrate the Second Sunday of Easter, also known
as Divine Mercy Sunday—a day that beautifully proclaims the very heart of
the Gospel: God’s mercy is greater than our sins.

| This feast was established by Saint John Paul Il in the Jubilee Year 2000,
| inspired by the revelations given to Saint Faustina Kowalska. Through her,
Jesus reminded the world of this urgent truth: humanity will not find peace
until it turns with trust to His mercy. On this day, we are invited to come
before the Lord with confidence—not fear—trusting in His love, His
forgiveness, and His healing grace.

In today’s Gospel, we hear the story of the Risen Lord appearing to His
disciples, breathing peace upon them, and instituting the Sacrament of Recon-

just a beautiful devotion—it is a living reality in the life of the Church. Every

Me RCY time we go to Confession, every time we receive the Eucharist worthily, we
encounter the mercy of God made visible and tangible.

Divine Mercy Sunday reminds us that no sin is too great, no heart too wound-
ed, and no life too broken for God’s mercy. But it also calls us to become instruments of that same mercy. As Jesus
says, “Blessed are the merciful, for they shall receive mercy.” Having received His mercy, we are sent to extend it—to
forgive those who hurt us, to show compassion to those in need, and to be a sign of hope in a wounded world.

As we celebrate this beautiful feast, I also wish to share with you that beginning tomorrow, April 13, I will be on a
Marian pilgrimage visiting several sacred sites: Medjugorje in Bosnia and Herzegovina, Lourdes in France, and Fatima
in Portugal. Along the way, we will also pass through Loyola in Spain, the birthplace of Saint Ignatius of Loyola, and
visit Santiago de Compostela, one of the most important pilgrimage destinations in the Christian world.

Pilgrimage is a sacred journey, a time of prayer, reflection, and renewal. As I visit these holy places dedicated to Our
Blessed Mother, please know that you, your families, and our entire parish community will be in my prayers. [ will
carry your intentions with me, entrusting them to the loving intercession of Mary, our Mother, who always leads us
closer to her Son, Jesus.

I also wish to express my heartfelt gratitude to all who made our Holy Week and Easter celebrations so beautiful and
prayerful. To our liturgy team, choirs, lectors, extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion, ushers, sacristans, altar
servers, decorators, and all our dedicated volunteers, thank you for your generosity and service. Your love for the
Church is truly a reflection of God’s mercy in action.

In a very special way, I extend a warm and joyful welcome to those who received the Sacraments of Baptism, Confir-
mation, and Holy Eucharist at the Easter Vigil. Dear newly initiated members of our Church, we rejoice with you! You
are now fully united with Christ and His Church. May your faith continue to grow, and may your lives always reflect
the light and mercy of the Risen Lord. Jesus, I trust in You.

As the images of Jesus and Mary met, the black veil of sor-
row was lifted from the Blessed Mother, symbolizing the triumph of joy over grief, while the community sang
“Alleluia.” Throughout the day, our church was filled to overflowing at all Masses, a visible sign of a vibrant and faith-
filled parish.
