This Sunday, May 24, 2026, the Church throughout the world celebrates the great Solemni-
ty of Pentecost, the Descent of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles and the Blessed Virgin
Mary. The word “Pentecost” comes from the Greek word Pentekoste, which means
“fiftieth.” Pentecost is celebrated fifty days after Easter Sunday, marking the completion of
the Easter Season. For fifty days, the Church has rejoiced in the victory of Christ over sin
# and death through His Resurrection. Today, that Easter joy reaches its fullness with the
. coming of the Holy Spirit.

In the First Reading from the Acts of the Apostles, we hear that while the disciples were
gathered together in prayer, “suddenly there came from the sky a noise like a strong driving
wind... Then there appeared to them tongues as of fire” (Acts 2:2-3). The frightened and
uncertain Apostles were transformed. The same men who once hid behind locked doors now
courageously proclaimed the Gospel before the nations. Filled with the Holy Spirit, they
spoke with conviction, zeal, and joy.
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" For this reason, Pentecost is often called the “Birthday of the Church.” Why? Because on
« this day, the Church began her public mission of proclaiming Jesus Christ to the world.
Before Pentecost, the Apostles were fearful and hesitant. After Pentecost, they became bold
witnesses to the Resurrection. The Holy Spirit united people of different languages and nations into one family of faith. The
Church was born not as a human institution, but as a Spirit-filled community sent forth by Christ Himself.

What happened at Pentecost continues to happen in the life of the Church today. The Holy Spirit continues to guide, strength-
en, sanctify, and renew the People of God. Every sacrament is animated by the power of the Holy Spirit. Every act of charity,
every prayer, every work of evangelization draws its strength from the Spirit of God.

These past few weeks, I have been greatly blessed to witness this reality personally as I presided at ten Masses of Confirma-
tion in twelve parishes throughout our Diocese and at Archbishop Mitty High School. In each celebration, I saw young men
and women stepping forward in faith, ready to embrace more fully their identity as disciples of Jesus Christ.

One of the most moving moments during the Rite of Confirmation is after the laying on of hands, when each candidate
approaches to be anointed with Sacred Chrism. As I anoint them on the forehead, I call them by name and say: “Be sealed
with the Gift of the Holy Spirit.” Those words are profound. Confirmation is not merely a graduation from religious educa-
tion. It is a sacrament that marks the soul permanently. Through the Holy Spirit, the candidates receive strength to live their
faith courageously and publicly.

After the anointing, I extend to each newly confirmed a sign of peace. This gesture symbolizes their deeper communion with
Christ and His Church. It is also a reminder that the Holy Spirit brings peace, not the peace of comfort or convenience, but the
peace that comes from knowing we belong to God.

How much our world today needs the Holy Spirit! We live in times marked by division, confusion, violence, resentment, and
fear. Families struggle. Communities are polarized. Many people feel lost and spiritually empty. Yet Pentecost reminds us
that God has not abandoned His people. The Holy Spirit continues to descend upon the Church to renew the face of the earth.

The Holy Spirit gives us wisdom to know what is right, courage to do what is good, and perseverance to remain faithful even
in difficult times. The Spirit enables ordinary people to do extraordinary things for God. The saints were not perfect people;
they were people open to the action of the Holy Spirit.

As we celebrate Pentecost, let us pray especially for our newly confirmed brothers and sisters. May the gifts they have
received bear abundant fruit in their lives. May they become joyful witnesses of Christ in their homes, schools, workplaces,
and communities. Let us also pray for ourselves, that we may never close our hearts to the Holy Spirit.

Perhaps one of the most beautiful prayers we can say today is the simple prayer of the Church: “Come, Holy Spirit!” Come
into our hearts. Come into our families. Come into our parish communities. Renew our faith. Rekindle in us the fire of Your love.

Happy Birthday to the Church! May the fire of Pentecost continue to burn brightly in all of us.

“Envia, Serior, tu Espiritu, y renueva la faz de la tierra.”

Este domingo 24 de mayo de 2026, la Iglesia en todo el mundo celebra la gran Solemnidad de
Pentecostés, la venida del Espiritu Santo sobre los Apdstoles y la Santisima Virgen Maria. La
palabra “Pentecostés” proviene del término griego Pentekoste, que significa “quincuagésimo”
o “dia cincuenta”. Pentecostés se celebra cincuenta dias después del Domingo de Pascua,
marcando asi la culminacion del Tiempo Pascual. Durante cincuenta dias, la Iglesia ha vivido
con alegria la victoria de Cristo sobre el pecado y la muerte por medio de su Resurreccion.
Hoy, esa alegria alcanza su plenitud con la venida del Espiritu Santo.

En la Primera Lectura de los Hechos de los Apostoles escuchamos que, mientras los discipulos
estaban reunidos en oracion, “de repente vino del cielo un ruido como el de un viento fuerte.. :
y aparecieron unas lenguas como de fuego” (Hechos 2:2-3). Los Apdstoles, que antes estaban llenos de mledo e incertidumbre, fue-
ron transformados. Aquellos mismos hombres que se escondian detras de puertas cerradas salieron ahora con valentia a anunciar
el Evangelio. Llenos del Espiritu Santo, proclamaron con conviccion, entusiasmo y alegria la Buena Nueva de Jesucristo.

Por eso, Pentecostés es conocido como el “Cumpleaiios de la Iglesia”. ;Por qué? Porque en este dia la Iglesia comenzd ptiblicamen-
te su mision de anunciar a Cristo al mundo entero. Antes de Pentecostés, los Apostoles estaban temerosos y confundidos; después
de Pentecostés, se convirtieron en valientes testigos de la Resurreccion. El Espiritu Santo unid a personas de diferentes lenguas y
naciones en una sola familia de fe. La Iglesia naci6 no como una simple organizaciéon humana, sino como una comunidad llena del
Espiritu Santo y enviada por Cristo mismo.

Lo que sucedio en Pentecostés continta sucediendo hoy en la vida de la Iglesia. El Espiritu Santo sigue guiando, fortaleciendo,
santificando y renovando al Pueblo de Dios. Cada sacramento recibe vida por la accion del Espiritu Santo. Toda obra de caridad,
toda oracion y toda mision evangelizadora reciben su fuerza del Espiritu de Dios.

En estas ultimas semanas he sido grandemente bendecido al presidir doce Misas de Confirmacion en nueve parroquias de nuestra
Didcesis y también en Archbishop Mitty High School. En cada celebracion vi a jovenes dando un paso adelante en la fe, dispuestos
a abrazar con mayor plenitud su identidad como discipulos de Jesucristo.

Uno de los momentos mas hermosos del Rito de la Confirmacion ocurre después de la imposicion de las manos, cuando cada candi-
dato se acerca para ser ungido con el Santo Crisma. Mientras los unjo en la frente, los llamo por su nombre y les digo: “Recibe por
esta sefial el Don del Espiritu Santo.” Estas palabras tienen un significado muy profundo. La Confirmacion no es simplemente una
graduacion del catecismo o de la formacion religiosa. Es un sacramento que marca el alma para siempre. Por medio del Espiritu
Santo, los confirmandos reciben la fortaleza necesaria para vivir y defender su fe con valentia.

Después de la uncion, ofrezco a cada recién confirmado el saludo de la paz. Este gesto simboliza su comunién mas profunda con
Cristo y con su Iglesia. También nos recuerda que el Espiritu Santo trae paz; no una paz superficial o comoda, sino la paz verdadera
que nace de saber que pertenecemos a Dios.

jCuanto necesita nuestro mundo hoy al Espiritu Santo! Vivimos tiempos marcados por divisiones, violencia, resentimientos,
confusion y temor. Muchas familias sufren. Muchas personas se sienten vacias y desorientadas espiritualmente. Sin embargo,
Pentecostés nos recuerda que Dios no abandona a su pueblo. El Espiritu Santo sigue descendiendo sobre la Iglesia para renovar la
faz de la tierra.

El Espiritu Santo nos da sabiduria para reconocer el bien, valentia para hacer lo correcto y perseverancia para permanecer fieles aun
en medio de las dificultades. El Espiritu transforma a personas ordinarias en instrumentos extraordinarios de Dios. Los santos no
fueron personas perfectas; fueron personas abiertas a la accion del Espiritu Santo.
