; The Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity is one of the deepest and most beautiful
mysteries of our Catholic faith. The celebration of Pentecost last Sunday marked the
conclusion of the great 50-day Easter Season. With the descent of the Holy Spirit upon

. the Apostles, the Church was born and sent forth on mission to proclaim the Good
W - fi-: 8 News of salvation to the whole world. Beginning the following day, we entered what is

o / known as Ordinary Time in the liturgical calendar of the Church. Yet, before we

- Fa celebrate two great Solemnities that summarize the very heart of our Catholic faith:
FE this Sunday, the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity, and next Sunday, the Solemnity
l Rl N l l ‘ of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, Corpus Christi.

TEACH US LOVE This Sunday, we celebrate the mystery of the Most Holy Trinity: One God in Three
“d Divine Persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. For many people, the Trinity
can seem difficult to understand. Even great saints and theologians struggled to explain it fully because Trinity is ulti-
mately a mystery beyond the limits of the human mind. Yet although we cannot completely understand God, we can

still know Him, love Him, and experience His presence in our lives.

What does it mean when we say that God is One in Three Persons? We do not believe in three gods. We believe in one
God. There is only one divine nature, one divine power, one divine essence. But within this one God are three distinct
Divine Persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. The Father is God. The Son is God. The Holy Spirit is God.
Yet they are not three gods, but one God united perfectly in love.

Perhaps one simple way to explain this mystery is through the example of love itself. Love is never isolated or selfish.
Love always involves relationship. From all eternity, the Father loves the Son, the Son loves the Father, and the love
between them is so perfect and complete that this love is the Holy Spirit. God is an eternal communion of love. That is
why Saint John tells us in Scripture: “God is love.”

Another simple image often used is the sun. The sun itself may represent God the Father. From the sun comes light,
which may remind us of Jesus Christ, the Son, who came into the world as the Light of the World. From the sun also
comes heat, which we may compare to the Holy Spirit who warms our hearts and gives us life. The sun, the light, and
the heat are distinct, yet they are inseparable and belong together as one reality.

No example is ever perfect because nothing in creation can fully explain the mystery of God. But these images help us
appreciate that the Trinity is not merely a theological formula but a living relationship of divine love. The beautiful truth
is this: we were created in the image and likeness of the Triune God. Since God is communion, relationship, and love,
we too are called to live in love and unity with one another. The Trinity teaches us that nobody is meant to live alone,
isolated, or only for oneself. We are created for family, community, friendship, service, and self-giving love.

Every time we make the Sign of the Cross, we profess our faith in the Trinity: “In the name of the Father, and of the
Son, and of the Holy Spirit.” Notice we do not say “names,” but “name,” because God is one. The Sign of the Cross is
not merely a habit or ritual gesture. It is a profound profession of faith. We begin and end our prayers with the Trinity.
We are baptized in the name of the Trinity. Every Mass is offered to the Father, through the Son, in the unity of the
Holy Spirit. The Trinity is therefore not far removed from daily life. The Trinity is at the center of our Christian
existence.

In a world so often marked by division, hatred, selfishness, and conflict, the mystery of the Most Holy Trinity reminds
us that love, unity, and communion are the very essence of God Himself. The closer we draw to God, the more we are
called to become instruments of peace, reconciliation, and unity within our families, our parish, and our community.

May this Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity deepen our faith in the God who created us, redeemed us, and sanctifies
us. And may we always live in the love of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Magnifica Humanitas

Last Monday, May 25, 2026, the first encyclical of Pope Leo Pope
Leo XIV Magnifica Humanitas (“Magnificent Humanity”) was
ofﬁ01ally released at the Vatican.

um, the encyclical is officially entitled “On Safeguarding the Hu-

man Person in the Time of Artificial Intelligence.”

This encyclical is very timely because we are living in an age F eo XIV's first encyclical
where technology is rapidly transforming the way we live, com-
municate, study, work, and even pray. Pope Leo XIV recognizes
that Artificial Intelligence, commonly called Al, is one of the
greatest challenges and opportunities facing humanity today. —

What is Artificial Intelligence? Al refers to computer systems designed to imitate certain human abilities such as learn-
ing, reasoning, recognizing patterns, answering questions, generating images and texts, and making decisions. Today Al
is already present in our daily lives. It helps us navigate roads through GPS, translates languages, recommends videos
and music, assists doctors in diagnosing illnesses, and even powers virtual assistants and online search engines.

The Holy Father clearly teaches that technology itself is not evil. Al can bring many benefits to humanity. It can im-
prove medicine, education, communication, agriculture, and scientific research. It can help solve problems more quickly
and make many tasks easier.

However, Pope Leo XIV warns us that technology is never completely neutral because it reflects the values and inten-
tions of those who create and control it. If Al is used without morality, responsibility, and respect for human dignity, it
can become dangerous.

The encyclical speaks about several serious concerns. First is the danger of concentrating too much technological power
in the hands of a few wealthy corporations or governments. When only a small number of people control information
and technology, there is a risk of manipulation, inequality, and loss of freedom.

Second, the Holy Father warns about misinformation and fake news. Al can now create false videos, fake voices, and
misleading information that may confuse people and divide societies. We are called to defend truth and not allow lies
and hatred to spread through digital platforms.

Third, Pope Leo XIV expresses concern about the impact of Al on work and employment. Machines and automation
may replace many workers, leaving families struggling financially. The Church reminds society that workers are not
mere tools but human persons with dignity. Technology must serve humanity, not discard people.

The Holy Father also strongly warns against the use of Al in warfare and weapons systems. He calls for the
“disarmament of AI” from domination, exclusion, and war. Decisions involving human life and death should never be
left entirely to machines.

Most importantly, Pope Leo XIV reminds us that no machine can ever replace the human person. Al may imitate certain
functions of intelligence, but it cannot truly love, pray, forgive, suffer, hope, or enter into relationships the way human
beings do. Human beings are created in the image and likeness of God. Every person possesses a soul, conscience,
freedom, and an eternal destiny that no machine can ever possess.

For us as Catholics and as a parish community, this encyclical invites us to reflect deeply on how we use technology.
Are we becoming too dependent on screens and machines? Are we losing real human relationships? Are families spend-
ing less time together because of digital distractions? Are young people becoming isolated, anxious, or addicted to so-
cial media?

The Church does not reject technology. Rather, the Church calls us to use technology wisely, ethically, and responsibly.
Al should help humanity flourish, protect life, strengthen families, promote justice, and build peace. Technology must
always remain under the guidance of moral truth and human conscience.

Pope Leo XIV beautifully reminds us that in this age of algorithms and machines, we must “remain human.” We must
never lose compassion, kindness, prayer, mercy, and love. No artificial intelligence can replace the human heart touched
by God’s grace.

As disciples of Jesus Christ, we are called not only to be technologically advanced but spiritually grounded. The future
of humanity does not depend merely on smarter machines, but on holier, wiser, and more compassionate people.

May this encyclical inspire all of us to use technology for the glory of God, the service of humanity, and the building of
a civilization of love. Amen.

Un Solo Dios Santo Y Trino

| D)} domingo pasado celebramos Pentecostés, la gran Solemnidad que marco SANTISIMA TRENIDAD
la conclusion del tiempo pascual de cincuenta dias. Con la venida del Espiritu
Santo sobre los Apostoles, nacid la Iglesia y fue enviada al mundo para
anunciar la Buena Nueva de la salvacion. Al dia siguiente comenzamos el
llamado Tiempo Ordinario en el calendario litargico. Sin embargo, antes de
continuar con los domingos numerados del Tiempo Ordinario, la Santa
Madre Iglesia nos invita a celebrar dos grandes Solemnidades que resumen el
corazén mismo de nuestra fe catdlica: este domingo, la Solemnidad de la
Santisima Trinidad, y el proximo domingo, la Solemnidad del Cuerpo y la
Sangre de Cristo, Corpus Christi.

Este domingo celebramos el misterio de la Santisima Trinidad: un solo Dios
en tres Personas Divinas: el Padre, el Hijo y el Espiritu Santo. Para muchas g
personas, la Trinidad parece dificil de comprender. Incluso grandes santos y
tedlogos tuvieron dificultad para explicarla plenamente, porque la Trinidad =%
es, en realidad, un misterio que supera la capacidad de la mente humana. Y, '
sin embargo, aunque no podamos comprender completamente a Dios, si podemos conocerlo, amarlo y experimentar su
presencia en nuestra vida.

(Qué significa decir que Dios es Uno y Trino? Nosotros no creemos en tres dioses. Creemos en un solo Dios. Hay una
sola naturaleza divina, un solo poder divino y una sola esencia divina. Pero dentro de este inico Dios existen tres Perso-
nas Divinas distintas: el Padre, el Hijo y el Espiritu Santo. El Padre es Dios. El Hijo es Dios. El Espiritu Santo es Dios.
Y aun asi, no son tres dioses, sino un solo Dios unido perfectamente en el amor.

Quizas una manera sencilla de explicar este misterio es a través del amor mismo. El amor nunca es aislado ni egoista. El
amor siempre implica relacion. Desde toda la eternidad, el Padre ama al Hijo, el Hijo ama al Padre, y el amor entre am-
bos es tan perfecto y completo que ese amor es el Espiritu Santo. Dios es una eterna comunion de amor. Por eso San
Juan nos dice en la Sagrada Escritura: “Dios es amor.”

Otra imagen sencilla que muchas veces se utiliza es la del sol. El sol mismo puede representar a Dios Padre. Del sol pro-
viene la luz, que puede recordarnos a Jesucristo, el Hijo, quien vino al mundo como la Luz del Mundo. Del sol también
proviene el calor, que podemos comparar con el Espiritu Santo que calienta nuestros corazones y nos da vida. El sol, la
luz y el calor son distintos, pero inseparables y pertenecen a una sola realidad.

Ningtin ejemplo es perfecto, porque nada en la creacion puede explicar plenamente el misterio de Dios. Pero estas ima-
genes nos ayudan a comprender que la Trinidad no es simplemente una formula teologica, sino una relacion viva de
amor divino.

La hermosa verdad es esta: hemos sido creados a imagen y semejanza del Dios Trino. Y puesto que Dios es comunion,
relacion y amor, nosotros también estamos llamados a vivir en amor y unidad unos con otros. La Trinidad nos ensefia
que nadie esta llamado a vivir solo, aislado o inicamente para si mismo. Hemos sido creados para la familia, la comuni-
dad, la amistad, el servicio y el amor generoso.

Cada vez que hacemos la Sefial de la Cruz, profesamos nuestra fe en la Trinidad: “En el nombre del Padre, y del Hijo, y
del Espiritu Santo.” Notemos que no decimos “en los nombres,” sino “en el nombre,” porque Dios es uno solo. La Sefal
de la Cruz no es solamente una costumbre o un simple gesto ritual. Es una profunda profesion de fe. Comenzamos y
terminamos nuestras oraciones con la Trinidad. Somos bautizados en el nombre de la Trinidad. Cada Santa Misa es
ofrecida al Padre, por medio del Hijo, en la unidad del Espiritu Santo.

La Trinidad, por lo tanto, no esté lejos de nuestra vida diaria. La Trinidad estd en el centro mismo de nuestra existencia
cristiana. En un mundo tan marcado por divisiones, odio, egoismo y conflictos, el misterio de la Santisima Trinidad nos
recuerda que el amor, la unidad y la comunioén son la esencia misma de Dios. Mientras mas nos acercamos a Dios, mas
estamos llamados a convertirnos en instrumentos de paz, reconciliacion y unidad dentro de nuestras familias, nuestra
parroquia y nuestra comunidad.

Que esta Solemnidad de la Santisima Trinidad fortalezca nuestra fe en el Dios que nos cred, nos redimid y nos
santifica. Y que vivamos siempre en el amor del Padre, del Hijo y del Espiritu Santo. Amén.
