On this great
Solemnity, we profess with deep faith that the Holy Eucharist is truly the Body, Blood, Soul,
and Divinity of our Lord Jesus Christ. The Eucharist is not merely a symbol or reminder of
Jesus. Rather, it is the living presence of Christ among us. Every time we gather around the
altar for the celebration of the Holy Mass, heaven touches earth and the Lord feeds His

As Catholic Christians, the Eucharist is central in our lives because the Eucharist is Jesus

CORPUS Himself. At the Last Supper, on the night before He died, Jesus took bread and wine and
said to His disciples: “This is my Body” and “This is my Blood.” He commanded them: “Do
CHRISTI this in memory of me.” From that moment on, the Church has faithfully celebrated the
Eucharist throughout the centuries. The Eucharist is the greatest treasure of the Church

because it is Christ’s lasting gift of Himself to us.

A few years ago, the Catholic Church in the United States celebrated the National Eucharis-
tic Revival and the National Eucharistic Congress in Indianapolis. I was very fortunate to attend this historic gathering, and I can
truly say that it was one of the best Congresses I have ever attended. Seeing more than 50,000 faithful gathered together in prayer,
adoration, worship, catechesis, and Eucharistic processions was both moving and inspiring. What touched me most was seeing
entire families attending together, parents teaching their children the beauty of the Eucharist and young people openly expressing
their love for Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament. The deep devotion and reverence shown by the participants gave me renewed hope for
the future of the Church in our country.

Here at Saint Elizabeth Parish, we too have made significant efforts to enhance our love and devotion to the Holy Eucharist. The
massive renovation of our Church and Sanctuary was undertaken precisely to create a more beautiful and prayerful worship space
worthy of the sacred mysteries we celebrate. Beauty in our churches is never simply about appearances; rather, it helps elevate our
minds and hearts to God. A beautiful and reverent worship space encourages prayer, devotion, silence, and solemnity.

One of the important developments in our renovation is the transfer of the Tabernacle from the Chapel back into the main Church.
This reminds us that Jesus Christ is truly present in the Blessed Sacrament and remains with us always. The installation of kneelers
throughout the Church was also meant to foster reverence and prayer before the Eucharistic Lord. Kneeling is an ancient sign of
adoration, humility, and love before God.

We were also blessed to commission a new Tabernacle from Talleres de Arte Granda, a world-renowned company in Madrid, Spain,
known for creating sacred vessels, tabernacles, and church furnishings of extraordinary beauty and craftsmanship. The Tabernacle is
truly the “dwelling place” of the Lord among us. Every time we enter the Church, we acknowledge Christ’s presence by genuflect-
ing toward the Tabernacle in prayer and reverence. How then can we show our love and devotion to the Holy Eucharist?

First, we show our devotion by attending Mass faithfully every Sunday and Holy Day. The Eucharist is the center of our spiritual
life. We should never treat Sunday Mass as optional or secondary. Second, we show reverence in the way we conduct ourselves
inside the Church. The Church is a sacred place, a house of prayer. Excessive noise, loud conversations, and unnecessary chatter
have no place inside the worship space before or after Mass. Silence helps us prepare our hearts to encounter the Lord.

Third, we show our devotion by dressing appropriately and modestly for Mass. The way we dress reflects the reverence we have for
the sacredness of the Eucharistic celebration. Fourth, we participate fully, consciously, and actively in the Mass through our prayers,
singing, responses, attentiveness, and reverence. The Mass is not something we merely watch; it is something we enter into with our
whole heart.

Finally, our love for the Eucharist must lead us to love others. The Eucharist strengthens us to become more forgiving, compassion-
ate, charitable, and united as one parish family. Having received Christ in Holy Communion, we are called to become the living
presence of Christ in the world. May this Solemnity of Corpus Christi renew in all of us a deeper love for Jesus in the Blessed
Sacrament. May we never take the Eucharist for granted. And may Saint Elizabeth Parish always remain a community centered on
the Holy Eucharist, where Christ is adored, loved, and faithfully followed.

Lo que mas me
impresion6 fue ver familias completas participando juntas: padres ensefiando a sus hijos la belleza de la Eucaristia y
jovenes manifestando publicamente su amor por Jesus en el Santisimo Sacramento. La profunda devocion y reverencia
de tantos participantes me llend de esperanza para el futuro de la Iglesia en nuestro pais.

Aqui en Santa Elisabeth, también hemos realizado grandes esfuerzos para fortalecer nuestro amor y devocion a la Sagra-
da Eucaristia. La renovacion masiva de nuestra iglesia y del santuario fue realizada precisamente para crear un espacio
de culto mas bello y digno para celebrar los santos misterios. La belleza de nuestras iglesias no es solamente cuestion de
apariencia; la belleza ayuda a elevar nuestra mente y nuestro corazon hacia Dios. Un espacio sagrado y reverente
fomenta la oracidn, el silencio, la solemnidad y la devocion.

Uno de los cambios mas importantes de nuestra renovacion sera el traslado del Tabernaculo de la Capilla hacia la iglesia
principal. Esto nos va arecordar que Jesucristo esta verdaderamente presente en el Santisimo Sacramento y permanece
siempre con nosotros. La instalacion de reclinatorios en toda la iglesia también tiene como propoésito fomentar la reve-
rencia y la oracion delante del Sefior Eucaristico. Arrodillarse es un signo antiguo de adoracion, humildad y amor ante Dios.

También tenemos la bendicion de adquirir un nuevo Tabernaculo elaborado por Talleres de Arte Granda, una reconoci-
da compaiiia de Madrid, Espafia, famosa por la creacion de tabernaculos, vasos sagrados y mobiliario litargico de
extraordinaria belleza y calidad. El Tabernaculo es verdaderamente la “morada” del Sefior entre nosotros. Cada vez que
entramos en la iglesia, reconocemos la presencia de Cristo haciendo una genuflexion en direccion al Tabernaculo.
( Como podemos entonces demostrar nuestro amor y devocion a la Eucaristia?

La iglesia es un lugar sagrado, una
casa de oracion. El ruido excesivo, las conversaciones fuertes y las distracciones no tienen lugar dentro del templo antes
o después de la Misa. El silencio nos ayuda a preparar nuestro corazon para encontrarnos con el Sefior.

Tercero, mostramos nuestra devocion vistiéndonos de manera apropiada y modesta para la Misa. La forma en que nos
presentamos refleja el respeto y la reverencia que tenemos hacia la celebracion eucaristica. Cuarto, participando plena,
consciente y activamente en la Misa a través de nuestras respuestas, cantos, oraciones y atencion reverente. La Misa no
es algo que simplemente observamos; es algo en lo que participamos con todo nuestro corazon.

Finalmente, nuestro amor por la Eucaristia debe impulsarnos a amar mas a los demas. La Eucaristia nos fortalece para
ser mas compasivos, caritativos, pacientes y unidos como una sola familia parroquial. Después de recibir a Cristo en la
Sagrada Comunidn, estamos llamados a convertirnos en la presencia viva de Cristo en el mundo. Que esta Solemnidad
de Corpus Christi renueve en todos nosotros un amor mas profundo por Jesus en el Santisimo Sacramento. Que nunca
demos la Eucaristia por sentada. Y que Saint Elizabeth Parish continte siendo una comunidad centrada en la Sagrada
Eucaristia, donde Cristo sea adorado, amado y fielmente seguido.

His work has become an enduring part of our parish
heritage and continues to serve as a symbol of unity and belonging for
all who call Saint Elizabeth their spiritual home.

Meet Our New Parish Sacristans

One of the most important ministries in the life of the Church
often takes place quietly behind the scenes. While parishioners
see the beauty of the liturgy celebrated at Mass, few realize the
amount of preparation required before the liturgy even begins.
For this reason, I would like to introduce and express my
gratitude to our two parish sacristans, Ms. Annie

Nguyen and Ms. Romelia Ortiz, who have generously accepted
the responsibility of caring for our parish sacristy.

Many people confuse the role of a Sacristan with that of

an Altar Server, but these are two distinct ministries. An Altar
Server assists the priest and deacon during the celebration of the
Mass and other liturgical services. A Sacristan, on the other
hand, works primarily behind the scenes to ensure that
everything needed for the liturgy is properly prepared and
readily available.

The Sacristan is entrusted with the care, organization, and
maintenance of the sacristy: the room where sacred vessels,
vestments, liturgical books, and other items used for worship
are kept. Sacristans make sure there is an adequate supply of
hosts, altar wine, purificators, corporals, palls, candles, incense,
holy water, liturgical books, and many other items necessary for
the celebration of the sacraments and liturgical services. They
also help maintain order and cleanliness in the sacristy so that
clergy and liturgical ministers can carry out their
responsibilities smoothly and prayerfully.

Since Annie Nguyen and Romelia Ortiz assumed this ministry,
I have been truly amazed by the transformation of our sacristy.
Everything is now organized, properly labeled, and carefully
arranged. Supplies are easy to locate, inventory is well
maintained, and the overall appearance of the sacristy reflects
the dignity and reverence that should characterize all things
related to divine worship.

The work of a Sacristan is important because the sacred liturgy
deserves our very best. A well-prepared sacristy helps ensure that
Mass and the sacraments are celebrated with dignity, order, and
beauty. The ministry of the Sacristan may often go unnoticed by
many parishioners, but it is essential to the prayer life of the
parish. In many ways, Sacristans help create the conditions that
allow our clergy, liturgical ministers, and faithful to focus on
worshiping God without distractions.

I am deeply grateful to Annie and Romelia for their dedication,
attention to detail, and generous spirit of service. Their ministry
reminds us that every act of service, whether visible or hidden,
contributes to the life and mission of the Church.

Please join me in thanking Annie Nguyen and Romelia Ortiz
for their commitment to this important ministry.

M. Greg Dessel who as our Maintenance Director, looked after
our Church supplies these past few years until his retirement a
few months ago.
