Neighbors in Need:
A New Social Outreach Ministry of Saint Elizabeth Parish

One of the greatest blessings of serving as Pastor of Saint Elizabeth Parish for the past five years has been the oppor-
tunity to accompany our parishioners not only in moments of joy and celebration but also in times of hardship and
struggle. As a parish family, we rejoice with those who rejoice, and we weep with those who weep. Time and again, |
have witnessed the generosity and compassion of our parishioners in reaching out to those in need.

Throughout my years of ministry here, I have encountered many parishioners and families facing unexpected financial
difficulties, medical emergencies, housing challenges, food insecurity, and other crises. In many of these situations, the
need was immediate and urgent. While our parish has faithfully supported the work of the Saint Vincent de Paul Socie-
ty through our quarterly Fifth Sunday Second Collections, I often found it challenging to secure assistance quickly for
parishioners requiring immediate help.

The Saint Vincent de Paul Society performs a valuable and important ministry, and we remain deeply grateful for the
charitable work they accomplish on behalf of the poor and vulnerable. However, like many organizations, they have
established procedures and protocols that must be followed before assistance can be provided. While these protocols
serve an important purpose, they can sometimes make it difficult to respond to urgent situations in a timely manner. In
addition, decisions regarding the distribution of assistance are made independently, leaving little opportunity for direct
parish involvement in determining how aid is allocated.

On numerous occasions, members of our pastoral staff and I personally contributed funds from our own pockets simply
because we could not ignore the immediate needs of those who came to us seeking help. Each time this happened, I
found myself asking a simple question: “Is there not a more direct way for our parish to help our own parishioners who
are struggling?”’

For many months, I prayed, reflected, and discussed possible solutions. Out of that reflection was born a new parish
initiative that I am pleased to introduce: Neighbors in Need, a new Social Outreach Program of Saint Elizabeth Parish.
The purpose of Neighbors in Need is simple: to provide immediate and compassionate assistance to parishioners and
families within our parish community who find themselves facing difficult circumstances. This ministry is not intended
to compete with or replace the Saint Vincent de Paul Society. Rather, it is designed to complement their work by
addressing needs that require a more immediate parish response.

To ensure transparency, accountability, and responsible stewardship, requests for assistance will be reviewed by a
committee composed of three members. In addition, a member of the Pastoral Staff will oversee the accounting and
record-keeping of all funds received and distributed. Clear financial records will be maintained, and the faithful can be
assured that all donations will be managed with integrity and prudence.

Beginning in August 2026, donation envelopes for Neighbors in Need will be included in our parish stewardship
mailings. Parishioners who wish to support this ministry will be able to contribute directly to this fund. Every donation,
regardless of size, will help make a meaningful difference in the lives of those who are experiencing hardship.

There is a saying that “Charity begins at home.” As Christians, we are called to recognize Christ in those around us,
especially in those who are suffering. Sometimes the people most in need are not strangers in distant places but our own
neighbors sitting beside us at Mass, our fellow parishioners, and members of our parish family.

Jesus reminds us in the Gospel: “Whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for me” (Matthew
25:40). These words challenge us to be attentive to the needs of others and to respond with generosity, compassion, and love.

I invite every parishioner to support this new outreach
ministry through prayer, encouragement, and financial
contributions. Together, we can become instruments of
God’s mercy and hope for those who need it most. May
Neighbors in Need be a visible sign of Christ’s love alive
and active within Saint Elizabeth Parish.
